GAMBLING COMMITTEE – Tom Konakowitz

Gambling’s January 2005 Activity Summary, tax return, allowable expenses, and April 2005 budget were presented and approved.  Vote was unanimous.

MITES/SUPERMITES – Charlie Paulson

Kasson Jamboree was held March 5th and 6th and it was a success.  RMHA Jamborees are being held March 12th and 13th at the Graham Arenas.

OPERATIONS UNIT – Dan Weber

Sharon Weisner who is currently the House league referee scheduler has said she will resign from her position at the end of this season.  Dan Weber is currently seeking persons interested in this position.  The Webmaster has been asked to place this information on the website.


Mark Hickey brought his team selection proposal to the board for a formal vote.  This would involve a change to the Operating Procedures.  After further discussion a motion was made to change the Operating Procedures as is written in Mr. Hickeys proposal as item 7.9 Team Selection Process Guidelines (see attachment).  Motion denied.  Opposed were Grinde, Zmolek, Weber, Heightland, Mackey, Roth, Schneider and Foley.  Abstained were Jahnke, Konakowitz, and Klampe.

Ray Ashworth gave an update on the website.  He discussed a pilot program for on line registration through USA hockey to pay USA fees.  This would still require local registration and he does not recommend we move forward on this.  Various ways for us to improve our registration were discussed.  One option is to have electronic registration with computer stations set up at arena.  Mr. Ashworth will begin setting up a database from current players, which would allow them to have their information already in the system at registration.  He will continue to keep us informed of this process.


MAHA – Paul Grinde

There will be changes to the fees paid to USA hockey next year.  This will include an increase from $25 to $30 for player registration.

CITY UNIT – Terry Klampe

Mr. Klampe has discussed non-parent coach compensation with his coaches to seek their input and would like to get together with the Traveling Unit Director to set up a formal proposal and fee scale.  Mr. Schneider has agreed to get together to discuss this.


Mr. Klampe informed the board of a recent problem with the Hastings tournament for a Bantam C team.  Parents were upset that just two days prior to the tournament they were informed that they were not going to be participating.  This was discussed with the Hastings tournament director who offered apologies but could not allow the team to play due to lack of space.

TRAVELING UNIT – Scott Schneider

Scott Schneider introduced Todd Rau who will take over the position of Squirt Commission Dave Goslee at the end of this season.  Thank you to Mr. Goslee for the great work he has done in this position and welcome to Mr. Rau.


The payment of Non Parent Coaches was discussed and Mr. Schneider stated he would bring it to the board as an action item next month.

HOCKEY ADVISORY - Doug Zmolek 

Mr. Zmolek stated his concerns with the direction the board is going in regards to the formation of teams and the ability to work together in the best interests of our youth.  He has spoken with various District Directors throughout the state and these same concerns are common in many associations.  He has been looking at what he believes is best for our youth and hockey program and will report back in the near future.

Mary Foley continues to discuss the possibility of Play it Again Sports coordinating our used equipment sale and will keep the board updated.

BUILDING COMMITTEE- Mr. Konakowitz reported on the progress of the new arena.  We now have a schedule for the building process.  This would be a good time for all who have “wish lists” on what they would like to see in an arena to present them to the Building Committee. 

OLD BUSINESS 

Mr. Konakowitz discussed the use of neck guards with Dr. Stuart.  Dr. Stuarts believes that a neck guard can help prevent injuries to a degree but will not stop lacerations from occurring.  A neck guard can cause more serious injury due to deflection of the skate into a more serious area of the jugular.  Dr. Stuart’s recommendation in regards to requiring the use of the neck guards is to, at most, educate the parents and players on the safety aspects of them and continue to make their use optional

NEW BUSINESS

Al Faupel brought a business proposal to the board for review.  This proposal includes his business setting up at RYHA Tournaments and Jamborees to offer services such as skate sharpening and limited equipment sales.  In return for a commitment from the association to allow this, he would return 25% of profits to organization.  The board members were given a detailed proposal discussing this and Mr. Faupel stated he would attend next months meeting to seek opinions.
