1. A motion was made to divide Squirt A teams for the 2005-2006 season so that Team One will be comprised of players ranked 1-16/17 and will compete in District Eight and Team Two will be comprised of players ranked 17/18 – 32/34 and will compete in District Four and not be eligible to participate in the post season tournament of that district.  The Squirt B2 program will remain the same.  Motion approved. Contingent upon proper wording for OP brought forth next month
2. A motion was made to divide the Pee Wee A, Pee Wee B, and Bantam B teams for the 2005-2006 season so that Team One will be comprised of players ranked 1 – 16/17 and will compete in District Eight and Team Two will be comprised of players ranked 17/18 – 32/34 and compete in District Four and not be eligible to participate in the post season tournament of that district.  Motion approved.  Contingent upon proper wording for OP brought forth next month.

OPERATIONS UNIT – Dan Weber

Thank you to Rich Rakness, District Eight Director, for attending tonight’s Board meeting.

MAHA – Paul Grinde

Mr. Grinde attended last months District Eight meeting and reported back to RYHA.  The Minnesota Hockey summer meeting will be held June 18th and a decision will be made as to forming a restructuring committee to discuss the possible new district alignments.  RYHA supports this committee.  

Bob Benner is the contact person for this and will forward our input to Minnesota Hockey.  Anyone with an idea/opinion is asked to contact Mr. Benner as soon as possible.

AAA Hoc key and its effect on Minnesota was discussed.  End of year tournaments and possible revamping was discussed.  One suggestion was to have an A/AA format, much like the High Schools currently due. 

Scott Gray has accepted position of Junior Gold President for Minnesota Hockey.

Confidentiality forms have been changed and the old forms are now obsolete.  All persons who are involved in the association will be required to fill a new form out.

Two more Referee sessions have been scheduled.  October 15th in Hastings and TBA in Lakeville.  Check the Minnesota Hockey website for more information.

The formation of a U19 team was discussed and anyone with an interest is asked to contact Mr. Grinde.

The blue puck issue was discussed and Mr. Grinde made a motion to allow each association to decide on the use of the pucks.  This motion passed at the District meeting.

Mr. Grinde asked if our Association was interested in sponsoring a District Tournament and Brenda Mackey will discuss this with him.

CITY UNIT – 

TRAVELING UNIT – Scott Schneider

The traveling unit met to discuss the choosing of coaches for the traveling teams.  Choosing coaches at a later date is being looked at, as well as the player’s ability if a parent coach.  


Mr. Schneider stated that he would bring a proposal to the board next month in regards to Non Parent Coach Compensation in the travel division.

HOCKEY ADVISORY - Doug Zmolek 

Several issues were brought up for information purposes only at this time.


Mr. Zmolek would like to implement a mandatory Winter break for all levels at the Christmas holiday.  This would be no supervised skates and all teams would be required to follow the break.  This was done at the Mite/SM level last season and was very beneficial for the families.


Mr. Zmolek would like to see the SM start times not be earlier than 8am.  He believes the early start times may prohibit some parents from enrolling in our program.


Mr. Zmolek would like to approach the school district about visiting grades K/1 during school to show a short DVD and discuss the game of hockey for those who do not understand the game and what our program is about.


Mr. Zmolek discussed the Roster Book and how are teams are placed in it.  He believes there should be less emphasis on the level of play within the divisions.  An example given was that we do not need to put Squirt A, B2, and C behind our squirt teams.


In regards to the try out process and choosing coaches, Mr. Zmolek supports interviewing, ranking, and then choosing Parent coaches based on the players placement on a team.


Mr. Zmolek discussed the proposals he brought forward for team division at each level.  For the Squirt A, Pee Wee A and B, and Bantam B teams would be chosen with skaters ranked 1 – 16/17 playing a traditional District Eight schedule and players 17/18 – 32/34 playing a District Four schedule.  The teams in District Four would not be eligible for post season tournaments in that district due to District Four mandating and a possible end of year invite tournament could be held in Rochester.  Doug would assist Brenda in inviting teams to participate.   Due to the possible District Realignment in the 06/07 season this format may only be used one year.

  A motion was made, seconded and a discussion followed.  Mr. Grinde voiced concern over having to represent two separate districts as the MAHA Representative and is not interested in doing this.  Mr. Benner was mentioned as a possible Representative for District Four.  A question was brought to Mr. Rakness as to why we cannot have two teams separated as described above, play in District Eight.  His reply was that if you have two teams in the district they must be divided equally.

 The motion was made to divide squirt A teams for the 2005-2006 season so that Team One will be comprised of players ranked 1-16/17 and will compete in District Eight and Team Two will be comprised of players 17/18 – 32/34 and will compete in District Four and not be eligible to participate in the post season tournament of that district. The Current Squirt B2 program will remain the same.  Motion Approved.  Opposed were Dan Weber, Jill Wylam, Charlie Paulson, Mark Hickey, and Paul Grinde. The motion is contingent upon  proper wording  brought forward next month for placement in the Operating Procedures.

A motion was made to divide the Pee Wee A, Pee Wee B, and Bantam B teams for the 2005-2006 season so that Team One will be comprised of players ranked 1 – 16/17 and will compete in District Eight and Team Two will be comprised of players 17/18 – 32/34 and will compete in District Four and not be eligible to participate in the post season tournament of that district.  Motion approved.  Opposed were Dan Weber, Jill Wylam, Charlie Paulson, Mark Hickey, and Paul Grinde. The motion is contingent upon Proper wording brought forward next month for placement in the Operating Procedures.

A discussion was held in regards to the team division of Bantam A.  Mr. Zmolek brought to proposals to the board.  In proposal A the players will choose at registration which A team they want to try out for, with a coach from each team at registration to sign them up.  As players are cut from those A teams they will be moved to the Bantam B tryout pool.  There will be no movement to a different A tryout.  In proposal B players who choose to tryout for the A teams will be placed in the tryout according to there address.  A player with an “S” in their address will try out for the White team.  A player with an “N” in their address will try out for the Red team.  Players living outside the city limits will choose the team they wish to tryout for at registration.  A coach from each team will be at registration to sign players up.  If a player wishes to tryout for the team outside their boundary will be required to get board approval.  These rosters will be set at registration (or prior to try outs where board approval is needed).  Players cut from the Bantam A try out will be sent to the Bantam B tryout.  There will be no movement to a different A tryout.  After discussion a motion was made to table this until next month.  Vote was unanimous.

This recommendation included a break down of how this selection was made and a discussion on this was held.  A motion was made to approve Home Federal Savings Bank as our lender for construction of Graham Arena IV.  Vote was unanimous.
