Clinic Registration Eligibility:
Tim Murphy brought to the board an issue of eligibility to register for OMGAA sponsored clinics. After discussion, the board agreed that only previously OMGAA registered players could register for an OMGAA sponsored clinic up until one week prior to the beginning of the clinic.  At that time, the Training Director will determine if sufficient space exists to open the clinic to any other players.

Discussion was held to amend the OMGAA By-Laws to state that the draw area for the program will be the area that makes up the boundaries of Maple Grove and Osseo High Schools attendance areas.
