GREAT BASIN YOUTH SOCCER LEAGUE BOARD MEETING

November 12, 2007

· Meeting was called to order at 6:38pm.

· No minutes available from October meeting to review.

· Quorum was established.  Clubs not present were RSU, International SC and Nevada Elite.  

Board Reports:

· President’s Report (Richard Jay)- Fall was a very successful season.  The league held coaches and parents accountable for discipline and conduct.

· Vice President’s Report (Dean Kasparian)- Discipline this year was interesting.  Moving forward there will be a more formal process for reviewing and conducting the discipline cases.  We will continue to reel in discipline more and more.  Discipline was directed at parents as much as coaches in fall season.  Most of the discipline problems this fall were prevalent in the younger age groups and newer GBYSL coaches.

· Treasurer’s Report (Stacy Ojers)- See attached financial report.  Field fees have not been transferred yet to the field account.  

· Secretary’s Report (Maria Huynh)- Not present.

· League Commissioner’s Report (and Northern VP Report given by Pam Calhoun in Ron Flickinger’s absence.) –

State Cup:  Northern Nevada will host the U13 and U16 divisions.  Finals will be May 10, 2008.  Southern Nevada will host the remaining age divisions.  Finals will be May 17, 2008.  State policy is now confirmed that the GBYSL California teams are eligible to participate in the Nevada State Cup.  South Lake Tahoe teams are not included in the ruling though.  Pam and Ron will be forming a State Cup committee.  Final State Cup Final weekend games will have a format of 1 game on Sat. and 1 game on Sunday.  Northern Nevada will have 1 team out of 4 in the final State Cup games.  Registration deadline is Monday, March 31, 2008.  Registration will be available on-line at the USYSNV website and payment can be made on-line as well by credit card.

ODP Information:  State ODP is finally running.  Northern ODP information is found on the GBYSL website.  Northern ODP District was approved on Sunday.  It has been a year and has been finally approved.

Fields:  Terrace Fields are looking better.  RYSA is considering replacing the goal box areas at Mary Gojack field with artificial turf as was done at the Edmonds field.  At Mira Loma, the City of Reno and RYSA may replace the grass on field 1 with artificial turf.  RYSA complements GBYSL for the great care of the fields this fall at Mira Loma.  Pam recommends that the timing is good for GBYSL to get involved in field development of some land project.

· ODP and Coach Training Sessions (Jeff Cade)- There will not be a 1990 age division this year.  They will not be at Regional camp.  There will be a 95 & 96 age group this year at Regional Championships.  The format will be 8v8.  National ODP staff and coaches were in Reno the weekend of November 3 & 4.  There will be a camp in northern Nevada in February with National Staff.  Coach Training is needed in northern Nevada.  The training needs to be more consistent.

· Referee Liaison (Chris Roope)- Recertifications for Grade 8 and 9 are starting with the next one in Carson City November 19th, 6 – 8pm at the Round Table Pizza.  If your referee badge says 2007, then you will need to get a 2008 badge.  In January a Grade 9 class will be scheduled.  Teams must have at least two USSF certified officials.  These officials cannot be the coach or assistant coach.  Teams should purchase a jersey for the registered USSF certified official.  The teams should keep this jersey in the team bag in the event the certified official must be the team linesman.  

Fall games went much better discipline-wise.  Teams also arrived on time this season.  Late arriving teams have been a problem in the past.

Chris proposed to the Board, the idea of three instructional clinics geared toward new Grade 8 & 9 youth and adult referees.  Clinics will be in January, February and March. 

CLUB REPORTS:

· Capital SC -- Tryouts for U13 and up.  Expect to have 13 teams for spring season.  Max will request Carson Middle School for Fall 2008 for GBYSL game use.

· Carson Valley SC – Four new teams for Spring 2008 for a total of 11 teams participating in spring season.

· International SC  -- holding tryouts, not present at meeting.

· Nevada Elite FC – holding tryouts, not present at meeting.

· Reno Sparks United – holding tryouts, not present at meeting.

· Sagebrush SC – Start Up Tournament will be last weekend of March.

· Sierra Mountain SC – Tryouts will be held this week.  The club is in the process of reorganization.

· Sierra Tahoe SC – Not present.

· Spanish Springs SC – Tryouts will be held this week.

OLD BUSINESS:

The South Valley nets will need to be cut off this month.  The lower field nets can be stored.  The upper field nets should be thrown out.  Mira Loma, Mary Gojack and Terrace field nets must be removed and stored.

NEW BUSINESS:
· There will be a recreational meeting November 14th at Richard’s office.

· Discussion took place of a U10 and U11 8v8 division.  Stacy Ojers moved that GBYSL adopt a pilot program for 8v8 competitive U10 and U11 Boys and Girls.  Russell Grovatt seconded the motion.  Vote:  1 opposed.  The remaining votes were approval.  No abstentions.

· D & E licensing Courses – working on dates with Eddie Henderson.  The dates will be posted to the GBYSL calendar and we will communicate them as soon as we are confirmed with Eddie.

· Tryouts – NIAA will not enforce rules about high school coaches forcing players to play for them in spring unless a parent files a complaint.

· Cell phone proposal- this item will be presented again in December.

GOOD OF THE GAME:

· There will be a December meeting at Richard Jay’s office.  Richard will bring cookies.

· Pam requested financial assistance from the soccer community for her Traner Middle School families.  Can anyone adopt a family?

· John Chavez from Capital Soccer Club/ AYSO mentioned that he is looking for soccer youth to submit articles to his website regarding soccer in the area.  John also gave out information regarding the Comstock Shootout in Carson City in April 2008.  The Comstock Shootout must adhere to National AYSO guidelines regarding small-sided games for U12 and under this year.  AYSO requires U10 to play 7v7 and U12 to play 9v9.  He will be meeting with a committee to determine how they will handle this requirement.  The dates of the Comstock Shootout are:

Girls weekend is first this year, the third weekend of April, April 19 and 20.

Boys weekend will be April 26 and 27.

· Coach Rene Hoogendijk requested the Board renew their fall approval of his player, Alyssa Unruh, for spring 2008 season.  Alyssa, an U14 player by 12 hours (her birth date is 7/31/94) was approved to play on his U13 team for fall season.  The team would be registered as a U14 team by registration guidelines, but the team would be allowed to play in the U13 division of the GBYSL game schedule.  Pam Calhoun motioned Alyssa Unruh of the CV Zephyr be allowed to stay on the CV Zephyr team and approve the team to play at the U13 division for the GBYSL game schedule.  Seconded by:  Tim Dry.  All votes approved.
