RESOLUTIONS BY THE BOARD

1. A motion was made to have Mary Foley replace Jill Wylam as the Treasurer, effective April 13, 2006 to finish out the final year of her term.  Motion approved.
2. A motion was made to approve the mailing list policy as prepared by Paul Grinde and Bob Benner.  This policy will be placed in the appendix of the Operating Procedures.  Motion approved.

GAMBLING COMMITTEE – Tom Konakowitz

Gambling’s January 2006 Activity Summary, tax return, allowable expenses, and April 2006 budget were presented and approved.  Vote was unanimous.

OPERATIONS UNIT – Dan Weber

MAHA – Paul Grinde

Mr. Grinde reported on the 4-hour rule that requires players to participate in no more than 2 on-ice activities per day with a 4-hour rest between them.  There shall also be a 12-hour rest between on-ice activities on consecutive days.  The time is from the end of one on-ice activity to the beginning of the next.

Mr. Grinde contacted the risk manager of Minnesota Hockey and he was told this is a long standing rule but not a rule driven by insurance reasons.  The average player is on the ice for 12 minutes and sits four hours between events.  Is this something RYHA would like to look into changing?  Bob Benner agreed to lead an ad-hoc committee to look into this but needs others willing to help.  Brenda Mackey, Mary Foley, Tom Konakowitz, and Bob Benner will be on this committee.

CITY UNIT – 

Mr. Ibarra discussed proposed changes to the Operating Procedures, in regards to Junior Gold, as prepared by Daryl Jensen. After discussing proposed changes it was decided that 7.10 will be replaced in the Operating Procedures to reflect the wording of Mr. Jensen.  No other changes will be made.  A motion was made to replace 7.10 of the Operating Procedures, titled Junior Gold, with a new paragraph as prepared by Daryl Jensen.  Vote was unanimous.

Mr. Ibarra has found a Pee Wee Commissioner for the City Unit for next year.  He is still in need of a squirt and bantam commissioner.


Mr. Ibarra handed out his proposal for league commissioners to head both travel and house and have assistants for both areas.  Mr. Ibarra would like to have a commissioner responsible for the entire “age group level” and associate commissioners to help in the travel and house leagues.  He believes this will help track players from registration to team placement and will allow for better communication.  Mr. Zmolek’s concern is that this would lead to potential greater turnover in these areas as the volunteer could be changing every 1-2 years, based on the placement of their child.  Mr. Paulson stated he was supportive of this idea and it would allow the league commissioner to help with the dividing of teams and give the house commissioner support in the process.

TRAVELING UNIT – Scott Schneider

The second annual Volunteer Appreciation Dinner will be held Friday, April 14th at the Ramada Inn and Convention Center.  Although it is Easter weekend, the center was booked for several weeks out and it was agreed that this is not the ideal date but it is important to have the dinner before the season has been over for an extended time. 


Mr. Schneider stated that a goal of the Traveling Committee this year is to seek non-parent coaches to fill roles they would be a benefit in.  Jeff Humble was an example of a coach who had a B team and filled an important role.

HOCKEY ADVISORY - Doug Zmolek 

Mr. Zmolek distributed information to the board about the tournament teams for our review and will speak to the board next month on his plans for next season.  Mr. Grinde stated that communication with the association is very important in this area and next years team formations should be placed on the website and in the next newsletter.

FUND RAISING – Sue Jahnke 

Mrs. Jahnke made a motion to continue working with the fundraising company of Club’s Choice and sign a three-year contract. Club’s Choice will donate $5000 for a novelties area.  Vote was unanimous.


Mrs. Jahnke has spoken with the Schwan’s Company about a fundraiser for the new arena.  She would like to further pursue this and the board supports her on this.

OLD BUSINESS 

Mr. Konakowitz updated the board on the new arena.  We continue to work with the city, county, and architect firm to design a financially wise building that serves the needs of RYHA and others.  We will look at future fundraiser for things such as a walking track, training room, seating, and other miscellaneous items.

NEW BUSINESS

Members of the Bantam B Tournament team spoke to the board about this past season.  Conrad Schiebel spoke on behalf of the team.  Some concerns listed were that parents were not given enough information regarding how the tournament team would work and some felt they should have been given a choice of B or C level.  The team had issues with the coach and did not feel they received help in this regard. The team believes RYHA should provide better mentoring for inexperienced coaches to help avoid issues getting out of hand.  The end of the season and not having a tournament was also a concern.  With no district tournament at the end of the season there was nothing for the kids to look forward to and they lost focus early.  One suggestion made was to have the player check whether or not they would be willing to play on a tournament team.  Having access to the district scheduling meeting would also have helped the manager line up games for the season.    Thank you to the parents who spoke and the board will take the suggestions into consideration when planning for next year.
