1. A motion was made to deny a refund request made by a U14 player.  Approved.
2. A motion was made to reimburse the Webmaster the cost of player registration for the 2007-2008 season.  Approved.
PRESIDENT’S REPORT – Paul Grinde

A refund request was made by a U14 player.  The player registered for RYHA and was then asked by a Mayo coach to play high school hockey.
