FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mary Foley

CITY UNIT – Nick Ibarra
Mr. Ibarra spoke regarding a U16 boys team in RYHA.  He asked if we have enough participants to pursue this and if it was feasible.  He was asked to return with a firm plan and numbers at this level to further look into it.  Mike McCormack and Darryl Jensen may be helpful with projections in this area.  


Mr. Ibarra discussed coaching qualifications and training within the house league.  He would like to have the most qualified individuals available and asked how this may be done.  Mr. Zmolek stated that he has and does offer coaching clinics for all levels in RYHA, but as to how to make sure his practice plans, etc. are implemented has proven to be difficult.  Mr. Ibarra will continue to look at how to best offer clinics for the coaches at this level to help improve coaching in this area of our program.


Mr. Ibarra requested that all 5:30a.m. practices be eliminated at the house league level and it was overall agreed upon that this program should not have this practice time.

HOCKEY ADVISORY - Doug Zmolek 

Mr. Zmolek was asked to review and present any changes to the board in regards to allotted ice hours per week at all levels within the Mite program as well as RYHA.  These changes will be updated in the Operating Procedures.


Mr. Zmolek met with three of the area High School coaches to discuss how our program could work with the high schools.  Although the talk was beneficial to understand where all parties stood in regards to the relationship between the programs, he did not believe the high schools had an interest in coordinating and working together in a formal capacity.  The most stated reason was that the high school coaches did not believe they had the time to invest.
