RESOLUTIONS BY THE BOARD

1. A motion was made to approve Paul Grinde to replace Jim Bier as President-Elect, on an interim basis, pending a two week notification of the vacancy on our website.  Motion Approved.
2. A motion was made to reimburse a PeeWee C team the amount of $500, the cost of a cancelled out of town tournament.  Motion Approved.
3. A motion was made to reimburse Bantam player $150, the amount paid above the registration fee of $375.00. Motion Approved.
4. A motion was made to amend the Non Parent Coach Policy to state:  Compensation to non parent coaches will be issued to coaches recommended and approved by the board at a compensation rate determined by the board on an individual basis.  The rate shall be determined on an annual basis.  Motion approved.

Anyone interested must notify the Nominating Committee no later than next months board meeting and will be considered a write-in candidate and not placed on ballot.

FINANCE COMMITTEE – Mary Foley

Neil Murray spoke to the board on behalf of a Peewee C team that is requesting the cost of a tournament refunded to the team.  The team was twice cancelled from an out of town tournament.  A motion was made to refund the Pee Wee C team the amount of $500, the cost of a tournament that was cancelled.  Vote was unanimous.  

A medical refund request for Bantam player was presented to the board for consideration.  A Bantam aged player was injured prior to the season beginning and placed on a Bantam B team with the intent that he would be able to play.  After receiving medical clearance to join the team, he was unable to skate due to pain.  After discussion, a motion was made to reimburse $150, the amount paid over the $375 registration fee.  Vote was unanimous.
GAMBLING COMMITTEE – Tom Konakowitz

Gambling’s January 2007 Activity Summary, tax return, allowable expenses, and April 2007 budget were presented and approved.  Vote was unanimous.


Mr. Konokowitz updated on the new arena progress.  The boards and scoreboard have been purchased.  There is currently no financing for a sound system in the new arena.  Heat is now inside the arena so the construction crew can work on inside projects.  A projected finish time is September 07.
