· Bylaw Changes:

· NDHOA Bylaws, all sections, Current wording; NDAHA, North Dakota Amateur Hockey Association, NDHOA or North Dakota Hockey Officials Association RIC or Referee in Chief. Specific Wording of Proposal: All changed to North Dakota (ND) Supervisor of Officials. Intention of Proposal: In Line with USA Hockey Annual Guide and NDAHA By-laws. Submitter: Rules Committee. Motion to accept changes 1st Tom Balzer, 2nd Barry Olson, all in favor, motion passed.

· NDHOA Bylaws: Membership, article II, section 3: Current wording, page 1 Section 3- Registration Fees. Registration fees for all officials shall be $10.00 per year for this corporation, plus any amount deemed necessary by the Board of Directors of the Corporation. Specific wording of proposal: Section 3 – Registration Fees shall be set by the Board of Directors of the Corporation. Intention of proposal: Clean up. Submitter; Rules Committee.  Motion to accept changes, 1st Mike Schmitt, 2nd  Tom Balzer, all in favor, motion passed

· NDHOA Bylaws, Board of Directors, Article V, Section 4: Current wording, Section 4- Ex-Officio Members. The USA Hockey Referee in Chief and the USA Hockey Officiating Program Director shall not be an elected member on the Board of Directors under Section 2 of this article but shall be ex-officio member of the Board without voting rights. Specific wording of Proposal: Section 4 – Ex-Officio Members. The USA Hockey Referee in Chief, USA Hockey Officiating Program Director and NDAHA Liaison shall not be an elected member of the Board of Directors under Section 2 of this article but shall be an ex-officio member of the Board without voting rights. In addition, the NDAHA Liaison must be approved by the NDHOA Board of Directors. Intention of Proposal: An open avenue for exchange of ideas between NDAHA and NDHOA. Submitter; Rules Committee. Motion to accept changes, 1st Tom Balzer, 2nd Tom Mikelson, Discussion, Amendment, strike the last sentence to read: The NDAHA Liaison will be appointed by the President of NDAHA and be approved by the NDHOA Board of Directors, motion to accept amendment, 1st  Tom Balzer, 2nd Tom Mikelson, all in favor, motion to accept amendment and changes, motion passed
· NDHOA Bylaws, Board of Directors, Article V, and Section 2 Paragraph 4: Current wording, The USA Hockey District RIC upon consolation with NDAHA President shall appoint the NDHOA RIC on odd-numbered years. Specific wording of Proposal: The USA Hockey District RIC shall appoint the ND Supervisor of Officials. Intention of Proposal: Bring it in line with the USA Annual Guide, “Duties and Responsibilities” Section XX Referee in Chief – D1. “His/Her duties shall be: Appoint local supervisors of officials. They shall carry out all of the duties of the referee-in-chief in the designed area prescribed by the district referee- in –chief.” Page 225
Bring it in line with NDAHA by laws. Article VI (Directors), Section A (Board of Directors), Sub-Section 4 (Ex-Officio Directors), Sub-Section A (Selection).

“The program volunteers appointed by USA Hockey to these positions shall be the ND Supervisor of Officials, the ND Supervisor of Coaches, the ND Risk Manager, and the ND Sub-Register. Their selection is by appointment from USA Hockey….” Submitter: Rules Committee. Motion to accept changes, 1st Tom Balzer, 2nd Barry Olson, all in favor, motion passed.
· Election At Large Board Members NE District, SW District
· Nomination committee recommends Tom Mikelson stay on as NE District At Large Board member and Rick Fuehrer stay on as SW District At Large Board  member, motion to accept recommendation, 1st Tom Balzer, 2nd Craig Ludowese, all in favor, motion passed
