· Call to order – Jon Brooks, Mary Stewart, Kristy Aguirre with Rich Caruso proxy , Jim Rogers, John Kosobud with Joe Petruzella proxy, Evan Garilles, Scott Storkan, Geoff Pashkowski, David Masten, David Kenyon, Nate Arthurs
· Dial in to Conference call if needed Donna Lee, Joe Morehead, Bob Strong, John Bonini
· Establish a quorum 7 of 11 members
· Approval of the agenda, Mary motion, Rogers 2nd
· Approval of the previous meeting minutes Mark Derosa, Tony Radke with Jon proxy, Joe Petruzella, Jim, Dave Masten with Mary Stewart proxy, Sean, Evan Garilles, will reflect minutes to show who was in attendance.  Motion from Jim Rogers, Evan Garilles, 2nd.  
· Treasurers Report – Last of year end details – total income is $103,941.30.  Expenses 103,137.60.  High school hockey was given $1000 that will need to be reimbursed back to the state.  AAHA applied for applications to USA Hockey for a total of $4000 income.  Should be paid out at the annual meeting.  Jim Rogers motions approval, Kristy Aguirre 2nd.
· Mary reports that background screening is expensive and suggests that the state does not pay for referees and scorekeepers due to the fact that they do this as a living.  Jon recommends that we leave it alone for this year and within the next year, USA Hockey should be taking over the screening process and the coach/association will be liable for the full payment of this item.  High school will run any/all screening after associations.  Jon received a list from USA Hockey with offenses that are able to be flagged.  If a person is flagged, that association has the right to accept or refuse that provides some problems.  If an association chooses to accept a person with flag, then they need to send a notification to the state letting them know just that.  

· Website renewal – Mary states that the current website is hosted from a company in Canada, the calendar is not workable, $600 per year is paid out for hosting.  NGIS is one of the most widely used website hosting, all Polar Ice sites use this site, AZ Runners and Sonoran Youth Hockey both use this hosting.  Free help line.  $695 to transfer and set up site initially, and then $780 annually.  Proposed option to go month to month until we can switch over to an agreeable company.
· Coaching Report  - Level 1 clinic in Gilbert – 22 coaches attended.  
· Officiating Report – Geoff states that 2 PIRA referees attended referee clinic.  This is an important learning tool and we should have better attendance from Arizona.  
· Registrars Report – End of year report – 4168 persons registered including coaches and players.  Unclaimed 556 players/coaches.  Prior year (2009) comparison – 5057 persons registered including coaches and players.  729 unclaimed.  1600 players have been active in the Kids First program.  We need to find out the retention of these 1600 players into the USA Hockey programs.  Scott Storkan was asked if he could share his database of these players.  Jon asked Scott Storkan for an audit of all equipment.  This equipment is used on organization taxes with depreciation.

· Old Business
· Review status for the Adult State Playoffs will be held June 14 to 19 at Ice Den and Arcadia at a cost of $299 -  how many teams are registered – next steps – Teams were supposed to be registered by May 1st, 2010.  We have at least 12 teams at this date.  Justin revised the flyer and re-sent out to associations, Jon will send this revised flyer to all USA Hockey registered adult players.

· Review Arizona Player Commitment letter and Player Release rules for use this season – letters will be available at the meeting to hand out to associations 

· USA Hockey would like to schedule a ADM mite cross ice instructional program and coaches and parent meeting in Arizona – still need to identify dates – looking at August

· USA Hockey would like to schedule a meeting with all rinks and associations to explore new “grow the game” initiatives – still need to identify dates – looking at August

· Review a request for a new Association from the Canyon State Cougars – need to take action.  Submitted all information for all requirements.  Not a member association, no people voting.  They will need to place someone as their voting member estimated 80-100 members and they have several persons interested in being the AAHA representative for the Cougars.  Election should occur as soon as possible for their representative.  Mary motions that we accept Canyon State Cougars as a new association with a temporary representative until a vote can be held September.  Evan Garilles 2nd motion.  

New business
· Recap of Arizona players at the Rocky Mountain Player Development Camp – 78-79 Arizona players invited to RMD Camp.  We had 1 ’93 birth year player that was unable to attend and notice was given too late to fill spot.  Everything went very smoothly, good coaches, good seminars.  College coaches were in teams, each team had 7 evaluators per group.  Selections should be finalized in the next few days.  Geoff suggests we possibly do a “pre-camp” prior to the Rocky Mountain Regional camp prior to official team selection.

· Letter from Dave Kenyon of DYHA on June tryout dates and AAA policies – Dave Kenyon addresses the board.  State mandates the tryouts not before June 1st.  The state makes these clarifications: pre tryout camps, skates, were fine as long as there was no evaluations and/or official tryouts.  The state has not disbursed the state level tender letters.  AAA status – if the association declares AAA at tryouts/beginning of season, but come December 31st, declares down to AA how do we determine if that is acceptable?  Mike DeAngelis has clarified that no tryouts have occurred at CAHA.  There is an email that has been submitted as proof that there was an invitation only skate, official spots offered.  Tony Radke clarifies that there has been pre tryout camps, etc, but nothing else has been completed.  Mary Stewart reads noted email from above detailing specific offer letter.  Jon Brooks clarifies that what the email details is an actual commitment letter after tryouts stating to contract and fill team spots.  No state level commitment letters have been signed from any CAHA players.  Jim Rogers motions that any commitment is not acknowledged prior to June 1st which includes the individual association commitment letter and the state level commitment letter, Mary Stewart 2nd motions.  Motion passed.

· CAHA request for 24 pairs of Size 8 gloves for Tanner’s Kids Program – Will direct CAHA to Scott Storkan to review this request.
