Discussion regarding the peewee CAHA teams – CAHA 97 is supposed to be Tier 1.

· Tier 1 U 18 Playdown will need to be held because in order to bypass Championship playdown in favor of the team that goes farther in the Districts, we need agreement from both teams which we do not have.
· Tier 1 / Tier 2 - U 16 Playdown – need to reach agreement with CAHA on eligibility of CAHA U 16 to participate in the Tier 1 playdown versus Tier 2 playdown based on communication from USA Hockey – looks like we may have to establish a Committee to review issues and meet with Team and CAHA.

· Norm  has said if they continue to play the schedule they play.  The team will be precluded for state play downs.  They can appeal to the youth council as the second team representing CAHA and under AAHA guidelines that is not allowed. PF Chang’s is the host team.  CAHA is determined that they are the only Tier 1 team at this level.  This is CAHA option to work on, because the state doesn't hold a position on it.  The state recognizes that the teams should have a playoff and the winner of that playoff should represent that organization.  As a hold team they don’t have to participate.  Mary state that PF Chang the U16 would not go into a state play down, they would move right to district.  It would affect how the pools are set up.  LeClair team will continue to play Tier 1 team.  Jon states that we have to wait for CAHA to declare.  The youth council is anticipating an appeal.  The skill level of the team will be the sole determining factor.  T youth council will not allow them to play as a Tier II team.  The two teams need to play each other and the winner moves on.

· Tier I

We need to schedule a play down game between Mission and PF Chang’s at the U18 level.  Best two out of three when there is two teams.  Mission requests this format.

Tier 1 playdowns date will be determined.  Mission and PF Changs to send available schedules to Jeff.  A date and series will be determined after set schedules have been reviewed from all groups involved.

Need to establish number of teams in each playdown level so we can finalize schedules with rinks
· Need to award host sites for State Player Development Camp – to be done at the December Board 
· One ice slot on the West side of town, one slot on the East side of town.  Oceanside didn’t reply to Jim regarding this.  Have proposals from Ice Den and Gilbert as a split.  Peoria and Arcadia to be put in the mix?  Jon and Jeff will work together and make a proposal for next months meeting.  Ice Den says they can do the entire thing.

· Check ins at two of the main rinks, Jeff presented that 39% of the kids that participated were from the North Valley.  195 SE Valley, 18% from the West Valley,10% from the far south, 9% from East Valley, 2.7% from the Far North. 

· Do we put a division at each rink, or do we rotate around?  Jeff would like to have the divisions at a specific rink.  All final scrimmages would be at the same spot, Jobing.com arena.

· If we could get 4 rinks to be involved, then there could be a divisional split per rink.

· Other than the first night, we would have to figure out how Mark Ciacco to rotate around each rink.  We have Holly that can also do power skating.

· One rink helps with schedules with the evening traffic.  We can do slots after dinner and still accommodate the full schedules.  Gilbert, Peoria, Ice Den, Arcadia to be the suggested rinks.
· Meeting – still looking for an exclusive proposal by rink to keep costs down
· Update on issues with the list of any delinquent members owing money from each association
Most current listing has several players that have possibly “aged out”.  If the rinks adult program is registered with USA Hockey, these players are not allowed to play even in the adult leagues.
