· Establish a quorum 7 of 12 members.
· Approval of the agenda,  Mary Stewart motions, Jim Rogers, 2nd Agenda is approved.
· Approval of the previous meeting minutes – Mary Stewart motions, Mark DeRosa 2nd Minutes are approved.
· Treasurers Report – One Goal Equipment is depreciating.  Total income is $130,729.30, total expenses is 124,268.18.  Running a lot of people through background screening.  Registrars from each association need to make sure and check if all coaches, assistant and head, and managers are cleared and screened.  Jon had a conference call with the IRS regarding penalties of $2503.54 due to a misfiling timeline of 1 month late.  Maintaining a $60,000 - $70,000 in checking account.  Still trying to get Block Grant monies.  Jon will be meeting with associated persons while he is in Colorado Springs for RMD meeting.  Evan Garilles motions, Jim Rogers 2nd Treasurers report is approved.
· Coaching Report – Larry Gibson reports level 3 clinic will be held this weekend.  Have 9 registrations.  Next year coaches will only be able to take one level per year, and the modules have to be specific to their age division that they are coaching.  Jon requests that a paragraph new article be sent to all association contacts regarding all available coaching clinic dates and levels.  All clinics have been scheduled and are online.  Rob Powell, Evan Garilles, Tony Garcia, Jeremy Goltz.  There is going to be a curriculum change next year.
· Officiating Report – 2010 seminars are kicking off this weekend.  85 officials to attend this Sunday.  Level 1, 2, and 3.  Seminars are being held at CAHA. Minimum age for most referees are 13-14 years old.  There is a limited number of games where 1st time referees are restricted due to the fact that most 1st time referees usually are given the house level games and the fact is only the Polar Ice facilities and the Ice Den provide opportunity for house level games.  Working with RefCloset.com to get a discount on the apparel.  Level 2 and 3 ice is changing a bit to do a little more power skating skills.  As soon as seminars are completed, it posts directly into the database.  Jon would like to post the officials name and level on the AAHA website so there is no question as to their level or ability.  Annual supervisor meeting was 2 weeks ago in Utah, 601 G1 penalty match penalty recommends a 2 week timeframe before a hearing review can be completed.  Bob McMahan is stepping down from referee in chief position.  They will be taking applications in January.  There has been one match penalty in the last few months.  It happened at the Ice Den, goalie felt he was slashed and the team left the ice.  
· Registrars Report – 1898 people registered including Juniors.  There are still 972 unclaimed players.  Oceanside Adult Hockey – will be going to separate registrations.   There is a player that has  a Mexican birth certificate, and is trying to register with USA Hockey.  Kim Folsom at USA Hockey is working directly with the player and the association he is trying to register with to work through this situation.
