Change #1

I move the adoption of the following resolution.  

Resolved that the section of the CGHA Hockey Handbook, Rules and Regulations of the Hockey Division section, Fundraisers subsection be amended to the following:

· Replace “All fundraisers must be approved and coordinated by the Board of Directors” with “All fundraisers must be pre-approved by the Board of Directors and coordinated by the team Fundraising Manager.”

· Replace “team or player recharge” under 2 with “previously paid player”

· Insert 5 stating “Team Fundraising Manager will provide documentation of fundraising activities including monies received per player within 14 days of receipt of said monies.”

Change #2

I move the adoption of the following resolution.  

Resolved that the section of the CGHA Hockey Handbook, Rules and Regulations of the Hockey Division section, Team Sponsors subsection be amended to the following:

· Strike “individual teams at the A, B, and C levels” and replace with “CGHA” under 1.

· Replace 3 with “All team sponsor monies will be utilized to reduce player fees for the season following the current season.”

· Strike 4.

Change #3

I move the adoption of the following resolution.  

Resolved that the section of the CGHA Hockey Handbook, Rules and Regulations of the Hockey Division section, Registration and Fees subsection be amended to replace all sections within with the following:

1. The hockey program is open to all youth from Cottage Grove, St. Paul Park, Grey Cloud Township, and any community within school district 833, which does not have an organized youth hockey program. 

2.  Registration and player fees shall be established by the Budget Director and shall be approved by the Board Directors.

3. Registration and player fees shall be set so that the general membership account is within 5% plus or minus $50,000.00 at the end of the prior fiscal year ending April 30th.

4. Any ice, equipment, etc., purchased by a team (individual) outside the division is the sole responsibility of the team (individual) and the division shall in no way be responsible for the collection or payment of said bills. 

5. A monthly payment plan is available for all members to help them pay fees.  This payment plan must be arranged with the Budget Director at the beginning of the season.  

6. Registration, player fees, and payment schedules will be posted at the time of registration for the upcoming season.  

7. Registration and USA/MN hockey must be paid at the time of registration.  All registrations after the indicated time shall be subject to a “late” registration fee in addition to the general registration fee.

8. Players withdrawing from CGHA will be refunded according to the following schedule:

· Prior to clinics, 100% refund.

· After clinics start through the start of tryouts, 50% refund.

· After tryouts have started, no refund.

Notwithstanding the provisions of these rules, the Board of Directors of the Cottage Grove Hockey Association retains final authority over all matters related to the refund policy.

9. At the time of registration, the parents or guardians shall have the opportunity to indicate whether their participant(s) shall be considered eligible for an A or B team. 

10. Players shall be registered according to the USA Hockey/Minnesota Hockey birthday cutoff.  Players with birthdays in July and August will be allowed to play up with their grade level.

11.  No individual shall be permitted to register if registered for any other CGAA winter sport.
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
