The meeting came to order at 8:10 p.m.  The September meeting minutes were accepted on a motion by Lisa, seconded by Susan, and passed unanimously.

Treasurer’s Report:
Update on League Funds:  Joanne provided a description of all checks and deposits for the last year.  Ann distributed the report to the members.  Joanne is in the process of having the accounts switched from Michelle to her name.

New Business:

Update on Official Rosters – Please mail a copy to Lisa Chiodo, 27959 Brandywine, Farmington Hills, MI 48334.   (248) 324-3738 (home) or (734) 635-2062 (cell)  

· Susan will verify what name the Southfield Storm team would like to use so they do not continue to alternate between names on rosters and/or score sheets.

· The following Senior Intermediate teams need to turn in an official roster to Lisa immediately:  Barracudas, Green Construction, Polar Bears, Steel Magnolias Howell Lady Blues and Windsor Lady Bulls

· The following Senior Advanced teams need to turn in an official roster to Lisa immediately:  All teams, except the Garden City Jets.  Lisa will e-mail all senior advanced teams being Jacqui is out of town.

· Everyone else has turned in the rosters.  THANKS.

· Lisa will bring a copy of the rosters to the next meeting so Ann can use them to update the league’s website.
Lisa has a fax machine now, however, you need to call her and let her know that you are sending a fax before you actually do it.  Use the same phone  # (248) 324-3738.

Update on Registration:  Teams need to fill out a form for new players that are added.  In addition, anyone changing teams needs to obtain a player release to leave a team.  The form can be found on MAHA web site.
Update on Stats Process:  Ann will update the stats once per month.  Lisa will e-mail them to Ann.  This month will be a little late due to the number of rosters that are still outstanding.
Update on Score Sheets:  All division directors will send out an email to ask the teams to record the name of the teams and the date of the game on all score sheets.  A suggestion to include the name of the team on the stickers was noted.  

· Several score sheets have not been turned in to Lisa – all missing games will be sent to the Division Directors.   The Ice Pack will be notified regarding their score sheets.  

· A question was posed to Lisa as to how teams would know if she received the score sheet.  Several suggestions were posed:  Teams should be able to tell by the Web site if the number of games is not what it should be.  Another idea was for Lisa to e-mail the Division Directors of all teams that have missing games.  The final suggestion and decision was that Ann would post the missing games on the Web site.  All managers should look on the Web site to see if a score sheet is missing.  If they notice a missing game, they need to contact Lisa.

· Lisa will send a note to Jacqui to contact the Michigan Chiefs about the score sheet rules (i.e., send them in or games will be forfeited, roster, etc).  
Update on Divisional Director Process: Division Directors were encouraged to maintain contact with their teams to get everyone used to the process.
Update on Web Site:  The site has not had a problem with publishing information since it was moved to a new server.  Ann is in the process of cleaning up the site and working on information under the Ruicci Cup option.

Update on By-Laws, Rules and Regulations:  Terry will take the by-laws to Patty and have her sign it.  Terry will begin to look into filing for Michigan nonprofit status and Federal 501c status.  The cost to file is a one time fee of $150.  The league will become a Michigan non-profit status providing that the application is accepted.
Discuss criteria for evaluating Michigan Chiefs:  The team is currently on a probation period to ensure that they fit into the league.  In December they will be evaluated to see if they are suitable to stay in the league.  So far things seem OK.  All feedback has been positive.   This will be discussed again at the next meeting.  
Contact Information:  Ann will consolidate a list of the phone numbers for all of the team managers listed on the web site and pass along to the Divisional Directors.  They in turn, will pass the information along to the team managers.
Ruicci Cup Tournament:  The tournament will be discussed further at the November meeting.  A decision was made that even if teams move between divisions, the entire season will be used for the win/loss record.  The Canadian tournament rates will be incorporated into the rules and regulations.  Everyone was asked to think about where we would like to hold the Ruicci Cup this season.  We are considering going back to Farmington, however, we are concerned about game time and open skating being scheduled during the tournament.  Rinks must provide solid blocks of ice over a three to four day period.   Many rinks were suggested.  The Ruicci Cup will be held on one of the last two weekends in March.  We do have to decide quickly to obtain the ice time.  Last year we purchased 65 hours of ice.  We will post on the Web site a request to make rink suggestions.  
Discuss Fundraising Efforts:  There are two suggestions – Tupperware and the Sports Association Fundraising program.  The second suggestion was interpreted as advertising on the Web site.  It is still unclear.  Ann e-mailed them with no response.
Determine Meeting schedule for the Year:  Thursdays will continue to be the day, however, the time will be changed to 7:30pm.  
Items of Interest:

· Reference Web Site for any updates with regards to the New Business Items
· There was a discussion about a game misconduct given during the game between the Motor City Blues and the Freeze.  We will be imposing the additional game penalty this year.  There will be no exceptions.  Even though it appears that the penalty should have been a misconduct instead of a game misconduct, it is the responsibility of each team to make sure that they understand the penalties of the game.  The refs need to be talked to immediately after the game.  All division directors will contact their teams and make sure they understand the differences between the two penalties.  All teams need to sign the score sheet at the end of the game. There was a discussion about allowing this penalty to not receive the second game.  However, the zero tolerance rule was enforced.  The player will sit out the second game.  
· It was also suggested to talk to the referees about our rules and our league.  Each team is responsible to establish communication with their referees.
