General Membership Minutes:

October 3, 2011
Meeting called to order.   Board members present: Adam Palodichuk, Mike DeVaan, Dan Severson, Jim Anderson, Teige Cahill, Colleen Gutwein, Jeff Fye and Tom Scollick
Approval of September 12, 2011 Minutes:  Adam Palodichuk motioned to approve minutes as written.   Tom Scollick seconded the motion, motion carried  

Call for new business:  None
Call for old business:  Dan Severson went over the new Player Development Committee (PDC) and what their role was as agreed upon.  Clinics were well run and very good for the kids.  The PDC gave the CGHA Board their recommendations for the A level coaches.  At this point all A level coaches have been selected, they will be published as soon as all applicants have been notified.  Tryouts will go back to the process used in 2010 – 2011 (with less sessions).
Member Attendance:  A total of 17 members attended the October meeting.

Committee Reports:
· Hockey Fest Manager:  Not present.  Teige stated that he talked to Courtney and Hockey Fest is targeted for the end of the Mite/U8 season.
· Fundraising Manger (open position):  Colleen went over Courtney Pierre not having time to fill this role right now.  Colleen let the membership know that we need volunteers.
· Tournament Director (open position):  Dan said that all volunteer hours are created, will be on Dibs by November 1 if not sooner.
· Equipment Manager (open position):  Kim Scollick has stepped down as Equipment Manager.  Jim Anderson is helping out with this right now.  Colleen is handling travelling team jersey fittings/sales.  The pre-season fitting/sale is done.  Colleen plans on having another one after teams are formed.  Bryan Boreen is updating his goalie equipment information and inventory.  Bryan has suggested that multiple people handle the Equipment Manager position.
· District 8 Rep:  Not present.  Dan Severson was present at the District 8 meeting.  A study done stated that the injury rate is 33% higher on kids coming into a level where checking is allowed from a level where it wasn’t.  CGHA team counts were given.  
· Ice Manager:  Not present/no report.
· GreenLine Editor (open position):  No report
· Hockey Director:  Not present until after reports (arrived late).
Board Member Reports:
· Vice-President – Adam Palodichuk:  No report.
· Budget Director – Colleen Gutwein:  No report on current balance.  Colleen stated that the new online payment system is working good.  Colleen reminded the membership that the next scheduled payment is coming out October 15.  All checks are out for the tournaments in 2011 – 2012.
· A/B Director – Jeff Fye:  Goalie tryouts coming soon.  Jeff stated that we are looking for more coaches (head coaches and assistant coaches).  CGHA is also looking for more evaluators.
· Mite/U8/Mini-Mite Director – Teige Cahill:  Mite clinics have started.  The season for Mite/U8/Mini-Mites will begin on October 22.  Teige went over the fact that many Mite parents want more ice time.  He will work on creating an extra ice time program that will have additional costs.  Teige will be hosting a Mite/U8/Mini-Mite parents meeting soon, more information to come.  CHA will be having one Advanced Mite tea, (replacing last year’s Upper Mite team).  This team will go to 1 -2 jamborees and will have additional costs.  There will be a separate evaluation to create this team.  Teige stated that there is a need for more coaches at the Mite/U8/Mini-Mite levels.
· Girls Director – Jim Anderson:  The 10U tryouts start this weekend.  Jim advised the membership to check the website for times as some have changed.  Jim went over the Intro to Girls Hockey program.  It is finished and Steve Morse supplied several high school players to help.
· C Director – Tom Scollick:  No report.
· Secretary/Registrar – Mike DeVaan:  Coaches registration will up soon.  Mike advised that USA Hockey registration fees as well as the USA Hockey CEP module fees will be reimbursed.  Coaches need to print a receipt and fill out a check request form to submit for refund.
· President – Dan Severson:  Dan stated that tryouts are starting soon and parents really need to be there for their kids.  Be supportive throughout the process.
General Membership Concerns / Discussion:  
· Several people were concerned about tryouts on Wednesday nights due to religion classes.  Dan stated that the schedule will work around Wednesday nights as much as possible.
· A question was asked if evaluating would count towards volunteer hours.  It may be a possibility.

· Will there be any 8 year old youth players playing up in Squirts this season?  Adam answered yes, about 6 – 8 players.

· It was brought to the Board’s attention that the PeeWee teams were not showing correctly on the website; Mike stated he would fix that.
· A question was asked on how much CGHA made on the NHL game.  Dan stated that CGHA made about $700.00.  Hasting Hockey set up and ran the whole thing.  They invited CGHA into as courtesy.  CGHA staffed the concession stands.
· The membership asked if we could do some sort of equipment drive.  Dan stated he will work with Kellie Boreen on setting that up.
· How many players on each PeeWee team this season?  Adam stated about 12 per team.  6 total goalies so one team will have 2 goalies.
