Old Business:

Scoreboard – still having issues.  They will hardwire it and hope it helps.  They will also be raising the antennas to see if this will help.

Meet the coaches – was successful and Tony Weber reported that we made an additional $1100 on the small table raffle that evening.

BLC Arena – Loan has a current balance owed of $112,249.73.

New Business:
Hockey School – Jim will be coming to next meeting.  We need to look at possible changes.  Traveling teams, Hockey Academy and Crookston’s hockey school had an impact on our school this last season.  Suggestions were made to 

talk to Crookston and try to do a different time/month to avoid an overlap.  Possible add a weekend tournament or a AAA tournament.  We were billed $8500 last year from the city for utilities.

Lee Kofstad Benefit – Linda Emery reported that Lee was diagnosed on Dec 17th and found out that he has approximately 4 – 6 months.  Helmet stickers have been made for all levels.  There will be a benefit on Feb 5th at the American Legion with a live band, spaghetti feed and silent auction.

Vehicle Stickers – agreed that we should look at possible new logo.  Tony Weber will bring some options.

Jersey’s – City will be working on a new 5 year plan.

2011 Projects – Rod asked the general for suggestions for projects for 2011.  Suggestions were:  Ref Room at the BLC Arena and Warming area at BLC Arena.

Mark Dragich Comments sent via Rod:  Tournaments have gone well to date and still have a few left for the season.  Pre-paid tournament fees are becoming more of an issue.
