Rules for Referees

· Be dressed and ready on time, at least twenty (20) minutes prior to game time.  If it is reported to me that you were not on the ice and ready to go at game time, you will receive two (2) weekends off.
· Wear the appropriate referee attire, which is all black pants, black helmet, and a referee jersey.  No wind pants, sweat pants or black pants with white stripes are allowed.
· Show respect to all coaches, players and fans. Most importantly, show respect to your fellow referees.
· Enter and leave the ice with your partner.
· Paychecks will be in the referee box the following weekend.
· If you need to call off a game, please call me.  Do not just “no show” or find your own replacement without my knowledge.  If you “no show,” your next check will be short.  If you do not call me with a reason why you cannot make the game, you will not be scheduled for future games.
Please remember this is a job.  You are expected to give 100% for ALL games.  All teams, House, Travel and the Mini Mites deserve your best work.  Be consistent on the ice and have fun.

I have minimal rules, but they are important.  You need to be responsible enough to show up, be on time and do your best with confidence.
