TRAVELING UNIT – Scott Schneider-

Mr. Schneider discussed the issue of compensation for non-parent coaches.   While RYHA encourages the use of non-parent coaches it can be cost prohibitive for some to volunteer their time at an expense.  The purchasing of gas cards to be given was discussed as an option and agreed upon by the board that this would be a good use of our budgeted non-parent compensation.

HOCKEY ADVISORY - Doug Zmolek –

Mr. Zmolek discussed the Monday night goalie school.  RYHA has provided ice for the goalie school to be held and it was recently brought to his attention that there is a fee of $150.00 charged to participants.  A concern of Mr. Zmolek’s is that is will limit the number of participants and may lead some to believe that this is an RYHA sponsored camp.  The board has requested that a Coach Representative from the school be invited to next months board meeting to further discuss the reasoning behind this.

GIRLS UNIT- Mike McCormack

Mr. McCormack discussed the level fee to charge the 10UB Black team this season.  He feels a fee of $50 is sufficient to cover the additional ice/refs and it was agreed upon by the board.

Mr. McCormack stated that he is considering changing the girls U14 to U16 next season in the hope that more girls will still have a place to play if choosing not to go to high school hockey, and that it would open more opportunities for the team to find games with other teams in the Cities area.  Currently our U14B team has limited game opportunities.

Jane Fink spoke to the board regarding a few matters she had questions about.   Such as how are team level fees determined?  It was explained that after the basic registration fee is set, each team’s expenses are looked at and the Finance Committee sets the fees.  Expenses looked at include cost of tournaments, referees, and additional ice.  Team clothing and extras are not set by RYHA and are each team’s individual choice to set a separate team fee.

Ms. Fink asked if the promote our program within the school district as an attempt to increase our numbers.  It was stated that we have done this in the past and found it to be increasingly difficult to receive the proper permission and also due to the time of our registration and the start of school being so close to the same, it was felt that it was largely overlooked.  Ms. Fink stated that she would be willing to take on this task.  Mr. Zmolek welcomes her assistance with this.
