4.3 President Report 

4.3.1 AGM  

The AGM was very successful; there were some changes that occurred from 

resolutions.  It is imperative that everyone check the website/handbooks for changes 

regarding SHSAA policies, etc. 

i) Some strong debate about sportsmanship in Basketball (running up the score in 

games) 

ii) Conduct with Gate personnel at SHSAA events – Parents, spectator must pay gate fees 

at provincial championships.  We are responsible for the parents/spectators that we 

bring to an event – they represent us and our community.  We need to make them 

aware that their conduct influences us as well. 

4.3.2 Technicals and Yellow cards – SHSAA will monitor the number of offences that 

coaches are incurring. 

4.3.3 Track and Field – Is in Moose Jaw this year not Prince Albert.  Please make sure that 

rooms are booked in advance as rooms may be high demand.  Discussion endued 

regarding booking for the district athletes.

4.3.5 SIAAA – Sask Interscholastic Athletic Association – This is a 9 module course, 

modules are about 4 hours in length. There is also an online coaches certification 

program.   If you want more information on this program please contact Miles 

Bennett from Rosetown.  Darren will look into the cost of hosting a module or the 

cost of a coaches certification program as part of a professional development 

incentive. 

4.3.4    Non Faculty Coaches -  by 2013 – 2014 the SHSAA will be requesting that all non 

faculty coaches to have taken the Fundamentals of Coaching Program. 

4.3.6  AD’s and your roles in the schools – We must do our best to ensure that all staff 

who are hosting events know of our policies and regulations.  Let people see our 

constitution, our bylaws and activity guidelines. 

4.3.7 Absenteeism at District Events – Teams/athletes that are not showing up for district 

play must be reported to Darren and the discipline committee so the school can be 

dealt with. 

4.3.8 Curling – There should be a contact system set up for the curling league to eliminate 

miscommunication from the district level.  This is something that we can address in 

December but need to be aware of it.

4.5 Section IV – Kelly Schneider  - Kevin and Lyle want to apologize for not being able to make this 

meeting.  They also extend a thank you to all coaches for the time and commitment demonstrated 

by our district to the SHSAA.  Congratulations to the schools in our area that won sportsmanship 

awards (Loon Lake, Pierceland, Carpenter). There are two new executive members to the 

SHSAA , Kyle McIntyre and Cory Schmaltz.  If there is any information that is needed from the 

SHSAA office, please contact the office to get information.  Please refer to the handbook for all 

current policies, changes to policy, due dates for forms etc.  The executive council will be 
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responsible for administering the structure of provincial playoffs and formats.  Input from the 

membership will be taken into consideration.  There is a change for students with “refugee” 

status, please see the handbook for changes.  There are changes to the student transfer policy, see 

the handbook for the new changes, the E17 form must be completed by the parents.  Joint 

sponsorship for curling policy has changed.  Be sure all forms are filled out and submitted to the 

SHSAA office in a timely manner.  The SHSAA is still attempting to recruit and retain officials 

for all sports, the key is to begin training the students when they are young and then develop 

these officials.  School sport week will be October 15 – 19, there will be more information to 

follow.  Coaches card should be encouraged to given coaches in your schools.  Concussion 

management policies are in effect.  The SHSAA is asking that any coach or athlete that receives 

a sanction during games reported for sanctions.  

 

4.6 Director’s Report – Duane Hauk 

On behalf of the North West Division, Duane and the board wanted to extend thanks to all 

coaches for their time commitment to the division athletic programs.  Duane strongly supports 

athletics and believes in the positive results sports can make on students.  Duane is addressing 

the concern of lost instructional time for athletic play offs.  Duane does understand that for some 

play off tournaments loss of instructional time may not be able to be accommodated, but he 

encourages our district to schedule playoff games, district championships etc. on “non school 

days”.   Duane also understands that officials can be difficult to secure during weekends.  It is 

imperative that we as a district attempt to schedule play offs on non school days.

Please see all changes to school sports from new resolutions that were passed at AGM.  Dave 

encourages that we are attempting to recruit officials in our schools.  Registration for fall sports 

is Wednesday Sept. 12.  There are no officials clinics set at this date.  Junior district volleyball 

play offs may have to be moved back a week to accommodate the senior conference play offs.
