E-mail proposal and vote minutes
Proposed by Dan French, SDAHA
We have found a playing rule in our SDAHA Playing Rules that is in conflict with USAHockey rules. It has to do with suspensions of players when they receive a Game Misconduct penalty.
 

The Discipline Committee met via conference call to discuss the matter. The DC agreed that SDAHA should change their written rule to come into compliance with USAHockey. While normally we would not want to change rules during the season, unchanged may bring liability issues as we had players playing games when according to USAHockey, they should have been serving a suspension.
 

I did not find anything in our rules or bylaws that indicate rule changes can only occur at certain times. By law changes are limited, but not playing rule changes.
 

Please find the attached proposal. Page 1 of the attachment is the current rule. Pages 2 and 3 of the attachment is showing what we propose to strike and/or re-write to bring into USAH compliance.

Current Playing Rule 7B, 7C. 

B. Suspensions: If a player or coach receives a game misconduct penalty and is required to serve an additional game suspension under USA Hockey or SDAHA rules, the following general rules apply: 

I. Under SDAHA league play, a game disqualification shall be automatically assessed when a player receives a third penalty during a single game. Enforcing this penalty is the joint responsibility of the referees, the scorekeeper, the coach, and the player. The official scorer will notify the referee when a player has received their third penalty under this rule. The referee will then notify the head coach of the offending team, and that player shall immediately leave the game and go to their locker room. If it is determined during a game that a team allowed a player to continue to participate after receiving their third penalty, the player must leave the game immediately and go to the locker room. Both the player and head coach are assessed a one league game suspension. Suspensions will follow the same guidelines as set forth in 7B above for game misconduct penalties. If it is determined after a game is completed that a team allowed a player to continue to participate after receiving their third penalty, the player and head coach are still assessed a one league game suspension. No forfeit of game results from violation of this rule. The game disqualification shall not count as an additional penalty for the player or team, and no penalty minutes will be added to a player’s statistics. (9/06) 

II. If the suspension occurs during a league game, it must be served in the next league game. If a player/coach does not sit their penalty in the appropriate game immediately following the game in which their penalty occurred, whether league or non/league, the player will sit the penalty and the coach goes before the chairman of the discipline committee for possible disciplinary action. (9/05) 
III. If the suspension occurs in a league game, and the next regularly scheduled game is a non-league game, the player/coach may participate in the non-league game. League suspensions must be served in league games. 

IV. If the suspension occurs during a non-league game, it must be served in the next scheduled game, either league or non-league. 

V. Suspensions can be served only in previously scheduled games. A pickup game cannot be inserted in the schedule to allow a player or coach to serve a suspension. 

VI. All suspensions should be noted on the game score sheet when the suspension is being served. If the suspension is not noted on the score sheet, the coach will need to serve a game suspension. (9/06) 

VII. Players receiving a major penalty in a game where a game misconduct should have been assessed by the referee per USA Hockey rule, but wasn’t, will be assessed a game misconduct penalty by the Discipline Committee Chairperson. Likewise, any referee’s description of a USA Hockey rule violated that automatically carries a Match Penalty, and a Match was not called, will be referred to the Discipline Committee for further action. (9/06) 

C. VARSITY/JR. VARSITY VARIATIONS 

I. If a suspension occurs in a JV game, the suspension must be served in the next JV game (see numbers 1, 2, and 3 above). 

II. If a varsity game is scheduled before the JV suspension can be served, the player or coach may not participate in that varsity game. The player or coach may not participate in varsity games until his JV suspension is served; however, this number of varsity games cannot exceed the number of JV games the player/coach has been suspended. For example, if the player/coach has a one game JV suspension, the varsity suspension cannot exceed one game. (4/04) 

III. If a suspension occurs in a varsity game, the suspension must be served in the next varsity game. (See numbers 1, 2, 3 previously) 

IV. If a JV game is scheduled before the varsity suspension can be served, the player or coach may not participate in the JV game. The player or coach may not participate in JV games until his varsity suspension is served; however, this number of JV games cannot exceed the number of varsity games the player/coach has been suspended. For example, if the player/coach has a one game suspension, the JV suspension cannot exceed one game. (4/04) 

V. If the varsity or JV player or coach must serve a game suspension in a league game, and there is a non-league varsity or JV game before the next league game, the player or coach may participate in the non-league game (s). 

SDAHA Discipline Committee Rule Change Proposal - 
This rule change proposal to the SDAHA Playing Rules is because we found conflicting rules regarding suspensions between USAHockey rules and SDAHA Playing rules. We are proposing a change to the SDAHA Playing Rules to coincide to USAHockey rules.

Rule 7B II, III, and IV - Strike and remove completely

New Rule 7B, II

Rewritten… When a suspension occurs, it must be served in the next, already scheduled,  USAHockey sanctioned game, whether it be league or non-league. If the player/coach does not serve their suspension in the appropriate game immediately following the game in which their penalty occurred, the player will serve the suspension and the coach goes before the Chairman of the Disciplinary Committee for possible further disciplinary action.

New Number 7B, V becomes 7B, III

Suspensions can be served only in previously scheduled games. A pickup game cannot be inserted in the schedule to allow a player/coach to serve a suspension.

New Number 7B, VI becomes 7B, IV

All suspensions should be noted on the game scoresheet when the suspension is being served. If the suspension is not noted on the scoresheet, the coach will need to serve a game suspension.

New Number 7B, VII becomes 7b, V

Players receiving a major penalty in a game where a game misconduct should have been assessed by the referee per USAHockey rule, but wasn’t, will be assessed a game misconduct penalty by the Discipline Committee Chairperson. Likewise, any referee’s description of a USA Hockey rule violated that automatically carries a Match penalty, and a Match Penalty was not assessed, will be referred to the Discipline Committee for further action.

Change all wording on 7C, I-IV to:  simply adding Jr. Gold B anywhere JV is listed and adding JR. Gold A anywhere Varsity is listed

I. If a suspension occurs in a JV/Jr. Gold B game, the suspension must be served in the next JV/Jr. Gold B game (see number 2 above)

II. If a VAR/Jr. Gold A game is scheduled before the JV/Jr. Gold B suspension can be served, the player or coach may not participate in the VAR/Jr. Gold A game. The player or coach may not participate in VAR/Jr. Gold A games until his JV/Jr. Gold B suspension is served; however, this number of VAR/Jr. Gold A games cannot exceed the number of JV/Jr. Gold B games the player/coach has been suspended for. For example, if the player/coach has a one game JV/Jr. Gold B suspension, the VAR/Jr. Gold A suspension cannot exceed one game.

III. If a suspension occurs in a VAR/Jr. Gold A game, the suspension must be served in the next VAR/Jr. Gold A game (see number 2 above)

IV. If a JV/Jr. Gold B game is scheduled before the VAR/Jr. Gold A suspension can be served, the player or coach may not participate in the JV/Jr. Gold B game. The player or coach may not participate in JV/Jr. Gold A games until his VAR/Jr. Gold A suspension is served; however, this number of JV/Jr. Gold B games cannot exceed the number of VAR/Jr. Gold A games the player/coach has been suspended for. For example, if the player/coach has a one game VAR/Jr. Gold A suspension, the JV/Jr. Gold B suspension cannot exceed one game.
