Changes will be reflected in an updated handbook to be emailed to the membership and posted to our website shortly. ROUTINES & LEVELS
· All rules, routine modifications, modified optional rules, etc. will be combined into one handbook.
· Add to modifications: No maximum mat height for flatback vaults
· NEW level structure: Level 1, Level 2, Level 3, Level 4, Level 5, Level 6, Level 7, Level 8, Level 9, Level 10, Xcel Gold, Xcel Silver
RULES & POLICIES
· Qualifiers & State Meet entries will now be processed through Meetmaker.com (there is a credit card processing fee percentage the customer will pay- more specifics to come)  You will need to be prepared to absorb this fee in your entries.
· Clubs MUST enter through the online system- no other payment method is acceptable
· Gymnasts will NOT be allowed on the competitive floor without adequate payment.
· Meet Directors (qualifiers/state meets) will have a revised meet bid form that will include signature agreeing to important bullet points regarding understanding & compliance of divisions, levels, equipment specs, ethics, etc.
· Recommended ceiling for qualifiers set at 400- clubs wishing to exceed that MUST have an outside facility OR be able to run capital cup in their own gym.
· NO more Friday sessions allowed
· Meet Intents will be done through the NC-NAWGJ.ORG website.  Meet Intents will now serve as “pre-registration” to secure your team’s spot at that respective meet (qualifiers only).  Teams who have not “pre-registered” by submitting the intent form through the online system will be placed at the lowest priority while teams who have “pre-registered” will receive first priority and secure their team’s spot to that respective meet.   Deadlines to pre-registration will be posted online and sent via email.
· Gymnast’s date of birth CANNOT be listed in spectator materials (i.e. programs).  This breeches privacy standards and can jeopardize your AAU sanction.
· Level 1 entry fees dropping to $30
· Team Awards
· Team Entries are optional
· 50% + 1 teams will be awarded (with the exception of 5 or less teams in which 100% of the teams will receive an award)
