GOOD-TO-GREAT AWARD


The coaching focus is on performance excellence and competing to win.  The coach would be recognized as the primary coach who identifies talented individuals; who creates a training environment that further develops athletic skills and abilities to a higher level of success in competition over a period of time.  

Two award recipients will be selected in this category; an outstanding male coach and an outstanding female coach who have coached athletes that have achieved a high standard of performance in competitive sport.  

Eligibility: 
Nominee must be an Ontario resident who has been actively coaching Ontario athletes for at least 2 years. He or she must have coached at least one athlete to a national team spot (e.g. Jr or Sr team, Pan/Parapan Team) in the last 4 years.  

Complete Nominations include:
· A completed Good to Great Coach Application form.   
· 2 letters of recommendation for the award e.g. from an athlete, parent or sport administrator.
