August 27, 2014 @ 8:00 – 9:00 pm CST
Roll Call done by President Dan French:  Present:  Aberdeen-Jeff Scheel replacing Mike Carroll, Sioux Center-Jeff Koops, Watertown-Jack Rasmussen, Yankton-Dave Withrow, SDAHA Vice President-Tony Leif, SDAHA Treasurer-Gary De Young, SDAHA Secretary-Rhonda Schenkel.  

Not Present:  Brandon Valley, Brookings, Huron, Mitchell, Oahe, Rushmore & Sioux Falls.  
Dan French stated we have 8 out of 13 voting members present this is enough to have a quorum.  

Dan opened the meeting explaining why we are revisiting the play down issue for Sioux Center & Yankton Bantam teams.  Both presidents had prior commitments at the last meeting held on July 30, 2014 and were unable to be on that call.  Dan called the presidents after the July call to let them know the decisions of the members.  Yankton & Sioux Center got back to Dan asking if this was a final decision or if they could appeal. Dan informed them the initial decision was a board decision you really can not appeal a board decision.  Dan contacted Tony Leif and discussed to put an e-mail out to the presidents to get some input if majority of the presidents were willing to listen & revisit the decision we could.  Stressed to both Yankton & Sioux Center that he’ll send and e-mail out to all the presidents if they agree in majority to revisit the issue we can, it doesn’t mean that it necessarily be changed, but give each of the local associations an opportunity to address the board since they were not there at the July conference call meeting.  Dan pointed out that the request for the board to revisit the issue was all in favor except for one.

Jeff Koops, President from Sioux Center spoke on why they want to play down to Bantam B. Bantam age level will have 18 or 19 players with two of these goalies.  They are asking 3-4 Bantam players to move up to BJV since this team only has 10 skaters & 3 goalies which would leave 14 to 15 players on Bantam.  10 of the 14 players left on Bantam are first year Bantams.   
Dave Withrow, President from Yankton spoke on why they too would like to play down their Bantam team.   Bantam age level will have 22 players this is not enough for two teams are asking 4-5 of these players to move up to BJV which would give them 28 at the BJV/Varsity level, which will leave 18 at the Bantam level.  Majority of these kids left  on Bantam are like Sioux Center, first year Bantams.
Dan opened it up for discussion. Since no questions,
Gary motioned to approve the request for both Yankton & Sioux Center to play at the Bantam B level.  Rhonda 2nd this motion.  All in favor.  Motioned carried.  
Dan informed the members that there will be a request coming from Abredeen for the Bantams to play down to B.  He didn’t know if this was going to get done before the State meeting which is coming up on Sept. 20, 2014. Another topic we will need to look at are some State Tournament issues at different levels other than Boys Varsity since that one has been set to Brookings.  
Dan acknowledged Vince Foley, Watertown as the SDAHA ADM coordinator & Steve Jurgenson, Aberdeen as the SDAHA Grow the Game coordinator who is working with recruitment and retention to keep both of them in mind as a resource for their association.
Dan thanked all for being on the call.
