3.  Treasurer’s Report-none at this time.

4. Continuing Business:

a.  Community Foundation Issues-Chris Grosskreutz brought to the Board’s attention aspects of the transfer to the Community Fund which included the general concept that breaking the contract with the Community Foundation would be very difficult.  The Board was reluctant to enter into this type of financial agreement.  Upon further discussion, a motion was made by Paul Federici stating “MCYH Board of Directors will table the transfer of the MCYH investment fund to the Community Foundation until other financial options are more fully explored.”  Todd Amsrud seconded the motion; unanimous vote; motion carried.

b.  MCYH Equipment Clean Up-Jay Lodholz will lead a team to clean out MCYH equipment from the rink on May 6.  Jeff Langlois indicated he would attempt to find another storage unit.

c. Hockey Banquet-Becky Weiland introduced the idea of implementing a MCYH Banquet.  The Board discussed this idea and asked Becky to explore dates and locals to host this as an opening season event.

d. Mitch Heinzen Softball Tourney-This group requested that MCYH outfit a softball team for the June 20-22 tourney.  Jason Gerum indicated he would organize a team.

Adjournment:  Jim Brown motioned to adjourn, Todd Kleiber seconded; meeting adjourned.
