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2018 CSSA Player Registration Policy

March, 2018
1.  To meet US Adult Soccer Association deadlines - August 30 and December 31 annually – and to comply with existing USASA and CSSA Bylaws, and to effectively manage liability risk, the following policy will be instituted in Spring of 2018.
· Entire Organization Member player registration data and accompanying payments will be due to CSSA only twice a year for most members; once in spring, and once in the autumn. 
· To meet this requirement, each member will be handled on a case-by-case basis, as needed, per the member’s playing schedule.  Summer leagues, e.g., need only submit data once.  See detailed schedule below.
· The CSSA Executive Board will work with the members, exemption will be granted based on each individual league’s needs. 
2.  Season-beginning bulk member data – complete (all players) - is due to CSSA 30 days after a playing season starts, whether it starts in spring, or fall.  This will allow CSSA to review and reconcile the data, and meet national deadlines.  Corresponding fees need to be remitted
3.  Season-ending complete data is due to CSSA 30 days prior to a member’s season’s completion.  CSSA will not collect “adds” during a playing season.  Corresponding fees need to be remitted for the players added throughout a playing season (the difference between the beginning season data and the ending season data).
4. All of the following items need to be submitted simultaneously 

a) Registration Form

b) Excel Roster

c) League fees

7.  Per USASA and CSSA Bylaws, the minimum, complete data fields required are:

· Player last name

· Player first name

· Player date of birth
· Player mailing address (house or PO Box number, street, city, state, zip)

8. Payments must be mailed to the CSSA Treasurer-Secretary (see link below):

· Make checks payable to “CSSA, Inc.”  Only one check per league will be accepted – no team checks payable to CSSA will be accepted - unless there is an extraordinary reason.

Teams entering USASA/USSF-sanctioned tournaments, such as the Veteran’s Cup, need to be in good standing (team and player discipline, etc.) in order to participate:  
1. Registration requests (player passes) from traveling teams need to be submitted to CSSA at least 21 days prior to the tournament.
2. CSSA will then register the players within one week of receipt.

3. CSSA will then return the passes at least 7 days before the tournament.
4. Teams may register players on-site, if applicable, if the above time-lines cannot be met.
