CENTER STATE BOARD MEETING MINUTES
MONDAY AUGUST 24, 2009
6:00 p.m.

Board Members Present:  Bob Thomas, Melissa Clarke, Dawn Sampson, Rob Hamline, Glen Carroll, Susan Parkhurst, Kathy Morgan, Wendy Lansing.

Meeting opened with an update from Fundraising Coordinator Susan Parkhurst.  The 2009 Golf Tournament was a success.  Eleven teams participated and everyone had a wonderful time.  Center State made a profit of approximately $600.

Special thanks go out to Jeff Hunt and the staff at Chittenango Lumber for putting together registration packets and getting them mailed out.  Thanks again for your help Jeff!

Presentation from Mike Kantor on having a Mite team at the Learn to Play level for cross ice games. Essentially this will be a Mite D team and if they would be interested in participating in a cross ice league.  Rob Hamline feels that this may be too much of a commitment for parents bringing players to a non-competitive environment.  Parents could get “scared off” at the idea of traveling and games at such a young age.  Mike Kantor would be interested in coordinating this effort based on registration numbers and commitment from the parents.  Mike Kantor has submitted his name as a potential candidate for the Mite Coordinator position.
Mike Kantor also proposed having a girl’s hockey team available at Center State.  This team would be dual rostered w/ their appropriate age group team and also on an all girls team which would pay for additional ice time as needed.  This all girls team will play from November through February and will be advertised through the learn to play program for girls 12 and under and based on registration turn out.  Mr. Kantor also agreed to oversee this effort and coach the girl’s team.

Board votes all six board members present vote in favor of a girls hockey team.
Next order of business is voting in the new board member Kathleen Glow-Morgan as the new treasurer replacing Wendy Lansing.   Board cannot say enough about Wendy’s service to the Board and Center State she will be missed.  Thank you so much Wendy!

Next motion is for Center State to put in to host Sectional Tournament.  

Board votes and again all six members present vote in favor to put in a bid for the Sectional Tournament.
Next order of business is to decide of Center State will put in a bid to host Snow Belt JAM.  Center State has been burned by Central Section in the past and was told they were going to host the tournament only to then be told that we did not get it after we booked ice time.  Therefore when we put in a bid for the tournament we will put in writing that if we are promised tournament and do not get it, Central Section will be responsible for reimbursing Center State for the ice time reserved for the tournament.  
Board votes six in favor of putting in a bid for the JAM tournament.
Board spoke about finding a new photographer for individual pictures as well as tournaments.  As the photographer last year did not show up for the Mite Tournament after they were booked and confirmed.  Board will look into appointing a representative to research and book a new photographer.

President Elect position still open several names were brought into discussion including Rick Race, Brad Graham, and Mark Demo?  Board will pursue prospective members and look to fill the position by next board meeting.

Glen Carroll brought up that he has heard that the Hamilton High School Team will prohibit players from practicing with their Bantam teams due to the late night practices.  This could essentially disseminate our program if the players from Hamilton cannot practice with their Bantam team.  Center State Board will wait to officially hear from the Hamilton Athletic Director before addressing this issue.

Last order of business is a vote on whether or not Board Members and coaches should be required to pay the $100 concession fee.  The board feels that at this time we are not in a financially secure place to lose the profit from Colgate Concession that we generate from Coaches and Board members.  Until Center State has other cohesive fundraising options everyone will be required to either pay the $100 or participate in concessions at Colgate.

Board votes five in favor one opposed.
