Practice Expectations
· Be on time – Middle school kids please be there by 3:00 and HS kids please get there as soon as possible after school dismisses – I will be there at 2:45.
· My expectations are that no one should be there later than 3:30 unless you have communicated with me
· Make a commitment to the team – if everything else you do is a priority over golf then perhaps you need to prioritize
· Practice runs until 5:00 or later – Use the time wisely
· 30 minutes on the range – don’t just smash balls out there – think about what you are doing and practice with a purpose
· Don’t wear flip flops while you are practicing!!
· Cell phones – I don’t want to see them during practice except for emergencies
· 30 minutes on short game – chipping, bunker, etc
· 30 minutes putting
· We share the range with 2 other teams and probably Lourdes occasionally so we need to share 
· Don’t take up all the spots if it is busy
· NEVER run out onto the range to retrieve more balls to hit
· Check – is it safe to swing without hitting somebody with your club ALWAYS
·  Remember that the public needs space and respect
· The same holds true on the practice greens
· Do not abuse the practice greens – no running, sitting, or standing around chatting – if you need to talk get off the green
· If your hitting balls from the practice bunker PLEASE make sure it is clear in front of you. Blading balls that go zinging over the green is very dangerous. Better yet until you are a confident bunker player hit balls going the other direction
· Unless it is announced at the schools, practice will take place. Weather changes quickly and you need to get used to playing/practicing in adverse conditions. Be PREPARED
· If practice is cancelled due to weather there is no alternative plan unless you hear from me
· Lightening ,extremely heavy rains, course closure, snow, are reasons we may not have practice but do not assume practice is canceled unless an announcement is made at school
· It’s possible that we get to the course and conditions worsen or don’t improve as predicted – I know this can be inconvenient as far as rides go, but we will do our best to be flexible
· Depending on skill level I will try to have some small group lessons to go over basics – I will put that info on the web site so make sure to check it if you would like to have some help with a part of your game
· With our numbers it is increasingly difficult for me to help people individually with their games – I will do my best to always help you, but please be patient and realize that I may not get to everyone
· My goal is to have 3 to 4 tee times every day (unless there is a conflict with a meet for Mayo or Century boys)
· You need to have a mix of time spent at the practice tee and green as well as time spent on the course playing. Everyone is different, but make sure you are getting out to play holes, even if it is just 5 holes  
· You must have approval from me before you go out to play
· If you can’t demonstrate appropriate pace of play and safety I will not allow you to play on the course
· As much as possible we will try to get out to play the back 9 also – It really depends on how busy the course is whether or not we can send people off the back – DO NOT go off the back 9 without permission
· If you have last hour free (HS girls) please remember that you are not supervised until I arrive at 2:45. If you want to get out to play 9 holes prior to practice starting at 3:00 I am fine with that but you need to make sure you get approval from the pro shop 
· Manners are very important! – Thank the pro shop people and don’t stand around the pro shop – It is a small area and we need to stay out of the way of the public players
· Remember that we are sharing this great course with the public – We MUST be respectful and courteous to everyone who is out there (even if they aren’t to us)
· It’s a golf course – quiet voices are appreciated
· Running around chasing each other and being “goofy” is not appropriate
· Safety is a primary concern (we will spend time making sure we are following safety rules on the course and the practice area)
· I will plan on leaving practice by 5:00 (unless we have kids out on the course still playing)
· Please make sure you have a ride arranged  by 5:00– I have family commitments that need to be met
