Meeting called to order at 5:40 pm by President Jay Gonzales.

New Business:  
Bill Chaney presented information on a new subdivision going in – SJ Ranch. He has played since he was 5 years old and loves the game.  He left playing due to injury.  He has privately coached over 100 kids during a time when he gave private baseball lessons.  He has coached select baseball for ages 8-14.  He believes in teaching kids to love baseball so they will “play baseball one more year than you would have before I met you.”  Upon completion of the interview a motion was made by Marcus Doyle to approve Mr. Grubbs as the new commissioner and seconded by Debra Henderson.
