When completing E5s (Coach Certification Number – enter Respect in Sport number here) * Athletic Directors need to have a copy of the certificate for every coach in their school! (choose the SHSAA when setting up your account)
· Coach Education: Concussion in Sports (20 minute online Concussion Protocol – each team must have at least 1 coach complete this) Football – Making Headway (Football Canada) Protocol – coaches belonging to the sport governing body (Football Saskatchewan) *Look into Making Headway – Safe Tackling.  SHSAA will accept the Making Headway course in lieu of the Concussion in Sport course.  
· Coach Education: Fundamentals of Coaching (6 hour course – modulated) SHSAA New E14 must complete this course. Coaching “School Sport” vs “Community Sport” (Cost associated with this course $95) *Chinook School Division will reimburse all coaches taking this course.
· SHSAA Website: Public Access (10 Activity Pages) 
· Out of Province Competition: (E4 form) Tournament Sanction. Out of Province teams coming into Saskatchewan vs Saskatchewan teams going to a tournament outside of the Province.
