Quality Circuits Squirt A’s Face Tough Competition On Opening Weekend

The Fergus Falls Quality Circuits Squirts started their season last Saturday by traveling to Brainerd in the first snowstorm of the season.  The Brainerd Squirt A’s were ready to play and took advantage early by scoring two quick goals in the opening minutes.  The Fergus Falls Quality Circuits Squirts quickly answered back when Declan Young found the back of the net with assistance from Chase Jensen.  Although Brainerd tallied two more goals in the first period to go up 4-1, the Fergus Falls Quality Circuits goaltender Joe Connelly stayed sharp and saved 21 of 25 shots in the 1st period to keep the Quality Squirts in the game.  The second and third periods were advantageous for the Brainerd Squirt A’s, as they scored eight unanswered goals to take the game.
On Sunday, the Fergus Falls Quality Circuits Squirt A’s traveled to the Scheels Arena in Fargo to take on the Fargo Freeze Squirt Black A’s.  Coached by Jason Schuetzle and Aaron Goepferd, the Quality Circuit Squirts started out the first period in true team form and scored two goals in one minute by passing the puck and playing positions, allowing Chase Jensen to score with assists from Campbell Cichosz and Andrew Sillerud, and Declan Young to score with assists from Blake Schuetzle and Mason Hoffman. Campbell Cichosz made it 3-0 with an assist from Declan Young before the Fargo Freeze scored two quick goals within 45 seconds. Campbell Cichosz responded with his second goal of the game, assisted by Blayne Schuetzle, within 15 seconds. Fargo got a goal early in the third by a deflected centering pass.  Several penalties by the Fergus Falls Quality Circuits Squirt A’s put them two men down, but smart defensive play kept Fargo from scoring on the power play.
