Fundraising:  Brent talked about the gambling license requirements.  Gambling Manager Seminar dates in Roseville, MN were discussed to send Cindy Espenson & Jacquie Schmidt.  We were approved to sell our 50/50 raffle tickets at the Jackson races (17 events), on the agreement that we will clean stands after the races.  Discussed adding 2 more required events to DIBS to fulfill the extra work needed.  We will need 5-6 people at each event. Discussed having 4 families sign up and asking for 2 members of each family to help.  This fundraiser will replace the Harley Raffle from the Torkelson Run as Randy no longer wants to deal with the bike.  Discussed opening a separate checking account at Bank Midwest just for this so it’s easier to deposit in Jackson.  Will need to set up a committee to help organize everything.  Also need to meet with county & township boards.  Motion was made to approve by John Hedquist, 2nd by Justin Storm.

Tournament Director Notes:  John H. noted that this will be his last year so we will be in need of a new Tournament Director for next season.

District 4/Coaches Coordinator Notes:  No new business.

Concession Committee Notes:  No new business.  Steph noted that the season went very smooth with zero no-shows.

Unfinished Business:  Brent mentioned that the Yearbook is starting to wrap up so everyone will need to get their stuff in soon.

New Business:  
1.  Discussed giving out pins to each player instead of trophies at the end of the season.  Everyone agreed on this. John H. will check into different sizes and places to order.
2.  Discussed tryout process sheet that was submitted by Jerome.  Went over any discrepancies. Jason mentioned that all evaluators should have the same scoring sheets.  Results will first be posted on the bulletin board, and then online.  Jerome will make applicable changes to his draft of the WYAHA Tryout Process.
3.  Discussed not charging Mites a registration fee to improve our numbers. 4.  Jerome spoke to Bill Fredin about getting copies of his stick handling sheet to distribute to all players in the association to practice during off season. 
5.  Discussed president for next year.  Jason wanted to nominate Mary Boyum but she respectfully declined due to a traumatic injury.  The rest of the board was asked if they were interested.  After all members declined, Jacquie said she was willing to give it a try; will take over at the May meeting.  
6.  Board nominees were discussed; it was suggested to add Lisa Fredin & Paul Kleven to the ballot.  Brent also volunteered to run again.
