Saint of the Week Saint Stanislaus became Bishop

of Krakow in the year 1072. He is known for his
opposition and outspokenness against the evils of
an unjust government, specifically unjust wars and
the immoral acts of King Boleslaus Il. At first, the
king seemed to be repentant, but then turned back
to his old ways, causing Stanislaus to
excommunicate him from the Catholic Church. King
Boleslaus then ordered soldiers to kill the Bishop,
but they refused. The king then killed Stanislaus
himself. Stanislaus teaches us to be strong in our
faith and to stand up against injustice, especially
injustice caused by those in authority.
