· We are going to have an Appeal committee instead of bringing appeals in front of the full board. 8 people on the committee, 2 committees of 4 and 1 of the exec team so 5 in total. Please reach out to Tim if you want to be a part of the committee.
· Evan brought up that Mission would like to have any players who were removed from the Do Not Play List put back on because they had player who paid their amount to pay adult so they figure they can get others to do the same and get back some money.

· Disciplinary Report
· On July 5th there was a match penalty review and a Previous suspension to review. Match on June 15th  Peoria adult for kicking, the player was present, no injury reported however committee decided on a 5 game suspension, 1 year probation, July 27th eligible to play. We are staying consistent with previous kicking penalties. Bruce also talked about the previous meeting regarding a one year suspension given last august, on June 12th reported as playing in the Gilbert adult league since April so decision was to extend suspension for 4 months until December 31, 2016, probation 1 year , notified July 6th and told how to appeal but hasn’t received appeal at this time. Also discussed at that meeting, start passing a lot of this information around especially adult league directors, Bruce will be updating spreadsheet that has been neglected for quite some time and email to Tammy and she will upload it to the website under discipline so players don’t go from one league to another when they aren’t supposed to play.

· New Director of operations also created a Training committee. Tomorrow there is a training session at Oceanside at least 20 people. We will have a Professional official attending. We are putting a Call campaign in place leading up to annual board meeting which has been poorly attended so we are trying to be Aggressive in trying to get people involved. Also trying to get Feedback within association so we have a News letter coming out incorporating Q&A review, USAH ask the official, covers topics not covered in officials manual, very good way of communication training development program, officials scheduling , sent out last week, 10 emails back, couple of phone calls saying it was great, so seems to be positive, few more ideas to expand on next month. Sharon is great to work with , Facebook news letter. Bryan said in the process sending out schedules for 2016-17, talked to Chris and the association, not in best interest to hold Dec seminar this year, held it for last 2 but every year it has been counter-productive, November 30th registration ended, cut December and push everything up, communicated with them seminars out by 20th of this month.
