Level 1 First Year Officials Clinic
We had a two very successful Level 1 Clinics on November 27. The first clinic took place at STMA in the morning, we had 16 first year officials and at Buffalo, in the afternoon we 12 new officials for a total of 28.
 
Official Of The Year Award
The D5 Officials Of The Year Awards will take place again this season.  We will take our officials to a St. Cloud State Huskies game later in the season.
 
Scheduling Officials For Scrimmages
We have developed a new policy for scheduling officials to scrimmage games. I have attached the policy below. The reason for this new policy is to make sure we have qualified officials at the games. This new policy will include safe guards that will include multiple people being involved in the email chain. My thoughts are if any of the concerned parties do not see emails concerning the assignment of officials they should inquire why they haven’t seen the emails.
We have had several cases this season that for one reason or another officials have not been assigned to scrimmages. This is costly for the participants especially if they had to travel for the game. We have had cases that unqualified officials have been randomly asked to work the game, this is a very dangerous practice. The officials have been instructed that if they are not assigned to the game through the Arbiter or verbally given the game from Jeff or myself they will not work the game. This new policy may seem like some extra work for ice schedulers, mangers and the official’s scheduler but hopefully it will serve us well by not having any games not played due to no officials being assigned. I am always open to ideas, if any one has an idea how we can do this differently and still efficiently please contact me.
Thank You for your cooperation.
 
Off Ice Officials
We have had some incidents this season that off ice officials have trouble conducting themselves in the appropriate unbiased way. The off ice officials are a part of the officiating crew and need to act as such. This includes but is not limited to cooperating with the officials and keeping any comments to yourself.
I understand that it is difficult to be unbiased with a child playing in the game but it is necessary to do so. If you can’t be unbiased please do not accept the position. If you are acting in any inappropriate manner the on ice officials will remind you of your commitment, if the behavior continues the on ice officials will remove you from your duties.
The on ice officials are instructed to treat the volunteers with all the respect they deserve. If any one has questions about the duties and expected behavior of an off ice official please contact me I will be happy to go over the USA Hockey Off Ice Officials manual with any one.

New District 5 Policy For Requesting Officials For Scrimmages
 
When officials are needed for a D5 scrimmage the following steps will need to take place.
1)   The youth hockey association’s ice scheduler in need of officials will submit a request to the Officials Scheduler, as of now the scheduler is Jeff Carlen. Send your request to Jeff Carlen at jscarlen@lakedalelink.net and/or Jeff.Carlen@ci.buffalo.mn.us.
2)   The ice scheduler will include the team manager of the team needing officials on the correspondence with Jeff.
3)   Once Jeff has added the game to the Arbiter he will respond to both the ice scheduler and team manager that the request for officials has been received.
4)   If the team manager does not see an email from the ice scheduler to Jeff or the ice scheduler or team manger do not see a reply from Jeff it will alert the concerned parties that the officials are not scheduled. This has now created a checks and balances situation.
5)   No officials will be allowed to work a game they have not been assigned by the Arbiter or by the Supervisor of Officials of D5.
