In total, 132 players will be participating in the 2017 World 
Junior Summer Showcase for the United States (44 players),

players). Of the 132 players, 111 are NHL Draft choices 
while another 21 players are eligible for the 2018 NHL Draft. 
Of the 109 NHL Draft picks, 61 players were taken in the 
first (32) and second (29) rounds.

TEAM USA PREVIEW
2017 IIHF WJC Finish: Gold Medal
5-2-0-0 (W-OTW-OTL-L)

Key Fact: A year ago, head coach Bob 
Motzko led Team USA to a gold medal 
to give the U.S. medals in back-to-back 
tournaments for the second time ever 
(2010 - gold, 2011 - bronze). The U.S.

Key Fact: Like the U.S., Canada returns 
its staff from the 2017 IIHF World Junior 
Championship. Canada is the last team 
to win back-to-back gold medals, when it 
won four straight from 2004-09.

TEAM FINLAND PREVIEW
2017 IIHF WJC Finish: Ninth Place
3-0-0-3 (W-OTW-OTL-L)

Key Fact: After winning the 2016 IIHF 
World Junior Championship, Finland 
finished ninth a year ago after becoming 
the first defending gold medalist to play in 
relegation round. It enters 2018 seeking to 
claim a gold medal for the third time in five 
years (2014, 2016).

TEAM SWEDEN PREVIEW
2017 IIHF WJC Finish: Fourth Place 
5-0-0-2 (W-OTW-OTL-L)

Key Fact: Sweden will enter the 2018 IIHF 
World Junior Championship seeking its 
12th straight trip to the medal round. 
Since its fifth place finish in 2006, Sweden 
has gone on to medal six times, including 
one bronze medal (2010) and four silver 
medals (2008, 2009, 2013, 2014) in 
addition to its 2012 gold medal finish.

USA Hockey Arena, home of USA Hockey’s National Team 
Development Program, is a two-sheet facility with regulation ice 
(85x200) in the main arena and Olympic-size ice (100x200) for 
the secondary sheet. Since being acquired by the USA Hockey 
Foundation on APril 1, 2015, the facility has added 20,000 
square feet to the property that included adding a 9,800-square-
foot workout facility, additional offices and a conference center.

A second exhibition game against Slovakia’s Under-18 
National Team is scheduled for Aug. 5 in Bratislava, Slovakia, at 
5:30 p.m. local time (11:30 a.m. ET). The U.S. will open Hlinka 
Cup play Aug. 7 against Sweden in Breclav, Czech Republic.
	 The 2017 tournament will be held Aug. 7-12 in Breclav, Czech 
Republic, and Bratislava, the capital city of Slovakia. The Hlinka 
Cup is an annual best-on-best tournament held in August for 
players under the age of 18. It is regarded as the first major 
international event of the 2017-18 scouting season for NHL Draft-
eligible prospects. The U.S. has won the tournament once (2003) 
and finished among the top three in three of the past four years, 
including a second-place finish in 2016.
