10B/12B, Bantam, etc.
We have associations that only have one level at a team.  Tim/Steve ask at declarations how the strength of the team is and why they are playing at that level. 
River Lakes did ask some of their players to move to U12 because they were playing B level hockey and it was declined.  D5 cannot force them up.  If D5 would have told them they had to play A hockey and this team has 7 different zip codes included and then would need to go to Forest Lake for 1 game or Northern Edge (Pequot Lakes).  Folks we are trying to keep them all and have them play at the right level.  Maple Grove has 5 teams 1 A team at U10A and 4 at U10B.

Schedule smart, inform parents this is not always going to be easy, schedule early and schedule late, coach these kids up and see how you do at the beginning or the end of the season.

The leadership in Willmar and STMA has to get these teams under control.  You have leadership to make your decisions at the level and you do not want the D5 board to dictate what you are doing in the future.  Some of the same places that are complaining are not getting complaints about them.
