DELTA FASTPITCH ASSOCIATION

OPERATING BYLAWS

These Operating Bylaws should be read in conjunction with the Constitution of the Association.  
BYLAW#1:  PLAYERS & COACHES & UMPIRES
(a) Admission of players is open to any and all girls and boys ages four to nineteen for minor teams (as of December 31st), provided a registration form is completed for insurance purposes.  Junior or senior teams for adults nineteen years of age or over may be sponsored by Delta Fastpitch Association.  All players will be insured by and members in good standing of Softball B.C.

(b) Admission of a coach or assistant coach shall be at the sole discretion of the Executive.
(c) Admission of an umpire shall be at the discretion of the UIC.
(d) A player, coach or umpire may cease to be in good standing with the Association if the player,  coach or umpire, while participating or coaching:

(i) Has possession of drugs

(ii) Has possession of alcohol 

(iii) Is visibly under the influence of alcohol or drugs during games or practices.

(iv) Conducts themselves in a way which physically or emotionally can endanger another person

(e) The termination or suspension of a player or coach shall be determined solely by the Executive.
(f) The termination or suspension of an umpire shall be determined by the Executive on the recommendation of the UIC.
BYLAW#2: ELECTION OF EXECUTIVE
(a) The Executive Officers shall consist of all elected Directors of the Association elected at an AGM.

(b) Should an Executive officer or director resign or a position not be filled, a quorum of the Directors may appoint a replacement.

(c) In the case of more than one person volunteering or being nominated for an Executive Officer position, a vote by secret ballot shall be conducted.

(d) Other members of the Executive may be elected by the members at the AGM, or appointed by a majority of the Executive Officers as they deem necessary.  The Executive Officers will determine the duties of any new Executive position.
(e) The Executive shall be responsible for the day to day running of the Association’s operations.

(f)
Only Executive Officers shall be entitled to a vote at an executive meeting.

BYLAW#3 – UMPIRES
(a) An Umpire in Chief shall be appointed by the Executive
(b) The Umpire in Chief shall appoint a park UIC for each park at which the Association operates
(c) The executive shall determine compensation for all umpires and UICs in consultation with the UIC

(d) The UIC shall be responsible to ensure that all umpires have a current approved criminal record check
BYLAW #4:  CHEQUE SIGNING AUTHORITY

Two executive members must sign all cheques issued by Delta Fastpitch Association, at least one of which is the president or the treasurer.
BYLAW #5 REGISTRATION FEES
Registration fees for players, tournaments and clinics shall be determined by the Executive, in their sole discretion, on a year-to-year basis.  The Executive is empowered to offer incentives, discounts, premiums or fee waivers in their sole discretion on an ad hoc basis, with the goal of improving and encouraging access to the sport. 
BYLAW #6: AMENDMENTS

These operating Bylaws may be amended by Directors’ Resolution, or at any General or Annual Meeting of the Association by a special resolution of at least 60% support of the members at a meeting with a quorum being present.
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
