2022-23 RIVALRY SERIES

One of the fiercest rivalries in all of sports, the Rivalry Series is an annual
%eriesd between the women's national teams of the United States and
anada.

Established by USA Hockey and Hockey Canada during the 2018-2019
season, the Rivalry Series in an annual showcase of the highest level of
women's hockey at varying locations in the United States and Canada.

Following a two-year hiatus due to the pandemic and preparation for
the 2022 Olympic Winter Games, the Rivalry Series resumes with seven
games across three months - three in November, two in December and
two in February.

The U.S. won the 2019-20 Rivalry Series by the tally of four games to
one.
RIVALRY SERIES SUGCESS

The U.S. and Canada have competed in the Rivalry Series twice prior,
with the U.S. winning the series in 2019-20 and Canada winning in 2018-
19.

2019-20: The % won the series by the tally of four games to one.
2018-19: (*) won the series by the tally of two games to one.

MEDIA ACCESS

LAST TIME OUT

In the gold medal game of the 2022 IIHF Women's World Championship,
the U.S. fell to Canada, 2-1. Following a scoreless first period, Canada
jumped out to a 2-0 lead from two goals from Brianne Jenner. Abby
Roque (Sault Ste. Marie, Mich.) netted a power-play goal to cut
Canada's lead in half. Despite heavy offensive pressure in the third, the
U.S. could not find the back of the net, falling in the gold medal game.
Nicole Hensley (Lakewood, Colo.) made 17 saves in net.

QUICK SHOTS

TODAY'S MATCHUP

Today's matchup against Canada marks the opening game of the
2022-23 Rivalry Series. The seven-game series features three games in
November, in Kelowna (Nov. 15), Kamloops (Nov. 17) and Seattle (Nov.
20). It marks the first time the U.S. and Canada are facing off since the
gold medal game of the 2022 IIHF Women's World Championship.

WHEN IN CANADA...

Tonight marks the first time since November 23, 2021, that the U.S. is
playing on Canadian soil, when the U.S. topped Canada 2-0 in Ottawa,
Ontario in the fourth game of the My Why Tour, the U.S.' pre-Olympic tour.

IN THE RIVALRY SERIES

Tonight marks the first Rivalry Series game since February 8, 2020, the
final contest of the 2019-20 Rivalry Series. Team USA topped Canada,
4-3 in overtime in front of a record-breaking crowd of 13,320 fans at the
Honda Center in Anaheim, Calif.

SIX MAKE WOMEN'S NATIONAL TEAM DEBUT

Riley Brengman (China Township, Mich.), Becca Gilmore (Wayland,
Mass.), Kelsey King (Elk River, Minn.), Maureen Murphy (Buffalo, N.Y.),
Gabby Rosenthal (Blaine, Minn.) and Haley Winn (Rochester, N.Y.) will
all make their U.S. Women's National Team debut during tonight's game.

KNIGHT BREAKS ALL-TIME WWG POINT REGORD

With her third-period goal in a quarterfinal game against Hungary, forward
Hilary Knight (Sun Valley, Idaho) broke the IIHF all-time WWC point record,
recording her 87th all-time women's worlds point and passing Canada's
Hayley Wickenheiser, the former record holder, who had 86 career points.
Knight now holds the IIHF all-time WWC points and goals record.

COYNE SCHOFIELD BREAKS U.S. WWGC ASSIST RECORD

With an assists on the U.S.' lone goal in the gold medal game, forward
Kendall Coyne Schofield (Palos Heights, lll.) broke the all-time U.S.
Women's World Championship assist record with 41. She currently sits
tied for third all-time in career WWC assists, only eight off the record (49).

Shari Dickerman, assistant coach at
Minnesota State and Josh Sciba, head coach for Union, will both serve as
assistant coaches. Alli Altman will be the goalie coach. Both Sciba and
Altman also served on the coaching staff of the Women's Worlds team.

After
sweeping the preliminary round, 4-0, the team took home silver following a
2-1 loss to Canada in the gold medal game.

(2016), Alex Carpenter (2015) and Amanda Kessel (2013).

FROM ALASKA

Forward Clair DeGeorge hails from Anchorage, Alaska. DeGeorge is one
of only nine players from Alaska to represent the U.S. on the Women's
National Team and is the first since 2019-20, when she skated during the
Rivalry Series in 2019-20.

TEAM TIDBITS

COLLEGE CONNECTION

All 23 athletes on the Team USA roster have competed or are currently
competing as women's hockey student-athletes at a U.S. college or
university. The University of Minnesota, Northeastern University and
Ohio State University top the list with four athletes each. Boston College,
Clarkson University and the University of Wisconsin have two athletes
each, while Cornell University, Harvard University, Lindenwood University,
Minnesota State University and University of Minnesota Duluth have one
athlete. Eleven different schools have representation on the team.

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JOSH SCIBA, ASSISTANT COACH

2022-23 U.S. WOMEN'S NATIONAL TEAM STAFF

JOHN WROBLEWSKI, HEAD COACH

John Wroblewski is serving as the head coach of the U.S. Women's National Team
for the 2022-23 season following taking the helm at the 2022 [IHF Women's World
Championship, where he led the U.S. to a silver medal.

Wroblewski joined the U.S. Women's National Team following two years (2020-222 as

the head coach of the Ontario (Calif.) Reign, the AHL affiliate of the LA Kings, and four

%easons (2016-20) as the bench boss of the USA Hockey National Team Development
rogram.

Over his four years with the NTDP, the program reached its first USHL playoff berth
since 2012 and finished top-three in all 12 international tournaments played. He led
his team to 33-consecutive international victories from 2016-18, and also oversaw the
development of 29 NHL Draft picks, including Jack Hughes, who was selected first
overall by the New Jersey Devils in 2019.

At the IIHF level, Wroblewski guided the U.S. Under-18 Men's National Team twice,
resulting in a gold in 2017 and bronze in 2019.

The Neenah, Wisconsin, native began his coaching career as an intern assistant coach
with the NTDP and was promoted to a full-time assistant coach the following season, a
position he held from 2008-10.

Wroblewski, a player on the inaugural NTDP roster in 1997, skated four years with
the University of Notre Dame (1999-2003). He went on to play four years (2003-07
professionally with the ECHL’s Fresno Falcons, recording 125 points (65-60) in 27
career games

SHARI DICKERMAN, ASSISTANT COACH
