Official’s Development Programs
Level 1 First Year Officials Clinic
We held our annual level 1 clinics for first year officials on Sunday November 25. We hold two clinics that day. Our first clinic was held at STMA from 8:00-11:00 am and the second at Buffalo from 1:00-4:00 PM. 
STMA had 13 new officials attend and Buffalo had 14 new officials. This is a very important clinic for our first-year officials. It is their first opportunity to learn what it is like to be an on ice official. 
We present four different learning experiences for the officials. They are instructed on the proper positioning for the two official system through a video, they are instructed on the proper equipment to wear and how to wear it properly, they are on the ice for a controlled scrimmage with shadow mentors and they are engaged in a conversation in the bleachers with an instructor to discuss things that are happening on the ice. Each official is presented a gift, from the Premier Officials Group, of a Acme Thunder Whistle, they also receive a 90 minute DVD of how to work the two official system. 
I would like to thank the following instructors for taking the time to teach our new officials.
Dom Clements, Brandon Linquist, Paul Bergstrom, John Manthei, Jeffery Garry, Jeff Carlen and Michael Kephart.

Three Official System Clinic
We have conducted two of our three clinics to identify potential officials to work the three official system. The are instructed in all aspects of three official system including linesmen positioning and Referee disciplines. 
We have had 10 different official participant, of these 10 five have already work at least one Bantam A/AA or 15U A game.

Four Official System
As reported last month Brian Thul of the Big 10 Officials Association conducted a clinic on how to work the four official system on November 5. We 14 officials attend the clinic, all will be working the JR Gold/16 U games this season.




Tournament Officials
We are not being notified of tournaments until very late in the process. We need someone to coordinate these request in a more efficient manner. I would think this would fall under the tournament director but if there is some else that should be doing this please do so at least30 days prior to the tournaments. Jeff Carlen assigns officials to games 30 days in advance of all games. Therefore, if we receive a request for tournament officials with less than 30 days until the tournament all of our top officials will already be assigned games. 

Mentor/Evaluating Program
Michael Kephart is doing a very nice job in coordinating this program.
