1. U16 seeding and point scoring Proposal: Eliminate USSS point scoring for competitors U16 and younger. Randomized seeding and head to head performance are to be used at all levels and to determine advancement to Championship opportunities.
a. Motion: to split the proposal into two parts with 1a to start this season and 1b to be table until the spring for discussion. M/S/C - Brickson/Morin 5 yes/1 no/ 1 abstention 
b. 1a 2022-23: Regions / Divisions shall adopt random seeding for U16 for either all or selected U16 Races. Races may still be scored to the USSS Point List with a full field flip of the first run start order for second run start order, butterfly for 3rd and 4th runs in multi-event series.
c. 1b 2023-24: U16 Races at all levels will be seeded randomly with a full field flip of the first run start order for second run start order, butterfly for 3rd and 4th runs in multi-event series. U16 and younger racers will not score USSS points.
	Discussion regarding the proposal as follows: 
Todd Brickson is in favor of the proposal
	Beat Hupfer felt it should handled as a Regional issue
Chip Knight spoke in support of the proposal and feels like the proposal should be the same and consistent throughout the country.
Sam Damon also spoke in favor of the proposal as well.  You could run athletes within their class
Mike Morin feels this proposal meets the goal of Health of Sport and Development
Aldo Radamus felt things became really clear when he listened in on the round table discussion with sport leaders from other countries.  He felt this enables athletes to compete head to head to the best of their abilities. He feels like it is an equalizer for everyone in the field at the U16 level. 

2. Proposal: U18 athletes are limited to 30 FIS starts in SL & GS. All other FIS starts in other events (DH, SG, AC, PAR) are unlimited. Nor-Am Tech Starts (SL & GS) shall not count towards the 30 FIS Tech starts. Motion:  M/S/Amended  Todd Brickson/Mike Morin 
	
	Discussion regarding the proposal as follows:
Beat Hupfer - spoke in support of this proposal for the highest level athletes and the need to increase the starts for them
	Will Brandenburg gave the positive points for the proposal
Aldo Radamus - Eliminating Nor-Ams from consideration may leave some athletes competing in high numbers of starts and eliminate important head to head events such as U18 Nationals.  Aldo is proposing to eliminate tech starts that have a high/difficult qualification standard.
Warner Nickerson - Athletes shouldn’t have to save starts for the possibility of attending WJC or other important events they may or may not qualify for near the end of the season
1. Amendment to Proposal: Strike Nor AM Starts and add:  World Championship or Olympic, World Cup, World Junior Championship, Youth Olympic, US National Championship and US U18 National Championship Tech Starts (SL & GS) shall not count towards the 30 FIS Tech starts.  M/S/C Aldo Radamus/Mike Morin
Enforcement of this rule was answered in the spring - athletes will not be entered in races once they meet the 30 start limits
