 1.  Shooter Shirt Order:  We are placing an order for  customer shooter shirts 
 tomorrow January 13th so we need each player's size.  The shirts will have their 
 last name on them and due to lead-times, there's no time to wait.  Respond to 
 this email ASAP with your son's size and last name if you haven't done so 
 already. 

 2.  Registration:  Get registered ASAP.  Here is the 
 link:  https://boisehighlax.sportngin.com/register/form/19700520  If the cost of 
 registration is prohibitive, please let the Board know and we'll work something 
 out. 

 3.  Expectations  :  We will be following all of the school's  expectations for athletes, 
 including but not limited to academic performance/eligibility standards, 
 conduct/disciplinary expectations, drug and alcohol, etc.  We will be drug testing 
 all players prior to tryouts and will conduct random testing during the season. 

 4.  Shoulder pads.  Make sure that you have 2022 compliant  pads. 
 5.  Informal practices:  Starting soon with the coaches  for all ages.  Focus will be 

 on fitness. Be watching for an email in the coming days with details. 
 6.  High School Tryouts:  Feb 22-24th at Taft Elementary.  All high school players 

 need to attend. 
 7.  Schedule:  High School season: March 4th through May  21st. Games will be 

 during the week. April 30th: Twin Falls one day tournament for Varsity only. 
 Middle School season:  March 5th through Early May.  Games will be on 
 Saturdays.  No games the week of Spring Break.  Schedules will be posted to 
 SportsEngine as soon as possible. 

 8.  Referees:  The league is in jeopardy of canceling games  if we don't get more 
 people to be referees.  Boise High needs to give back to the league and support

The need is $600k and we are 
 hopeful that the lacrosse community can help achieve this goal.
