RINK UPDATES 
The board and the OIC have been hard at work getting updates 

in place at Hartmeyer.  We’ve been working with MII to get 

permission to make these building updates, something we have 

not had the freedom to do in the past. With the ice out for the 

spring, the installation of two BRAND NEW condenser units is 

happening! This means we will have a more stable year of solid 

ice with less dripping water! You may have also noticed, 

towards the end of the season, that we cleared the ceiling nets, 

reclaimed pucks, and installed new lighting.  There are also 

plans for new flooring and finishing the locker room updates 

this coming season.  This rink is our home, and we sincerely 

hope that all Patriots families can be proud of our home ice. 

REGISTRATION, CAMP ICE, AND PLACEMENTS 
We will have early registration for girls to get a headcount of interest and determine the number of girls teams we can 

roster. This is scheduled for late June/early July.  Full registration is tentatively scheduled for August.
