Signs, mes-
sage boards, “white” boards or other similar items contest/tournament officials deem to be in poor taste will be removed.
eArtificial noise makers (i.e. megaphones, cowbells, sirens, whistles, thunder sticks, and other similar items) are not al-
lowed.
