I have requested a meeting with the City to look at options.  Teams are now formed next week and we started our season yesterday, 2 weeks earlier than normal.

The month of April has been Busy in the Interior with the start of the spring season as well as hosting 3 NCCP clinics. West Kelowna, Salmon Arm, and Kelowna each hosted an NCCP clinic. The spring season is now up and running as well, the two new single season teams from Vernon 18U AAA and 15UAAA team and the new 18U AAA team from Kelowna/ Rutland have all started their seasons and are doing well. We had 12 Coaches from Osoyoos attend the West Kelowna NCCP Clinic and they have been practicing with their teams and are looking to do some exhibition games. Osoyoos expects to be in attendance at our 2015 AGM in November and looks to affiliate in the 2016 season. Princeton is a little further ahead. I have not heard if they have submitted their affiliation forms but there are going to and have been in touch with Pat in regards to three 15U players playing down for this season in the exhibition games. I have let both these associations know that we will help them in any way we can to get baseball active in their areas.
