	18U Divisional Report – Grant Rimer

· The 2017 season saw great strides in the 18U division.  The first BC high school player drafted in the Major League Baseball draft played in the college prep league.  Three (3) players from out college prep league made the Toronto Blue Jays T12 team.  We had an All Star College showcase day with a Grade 11 and a Grade 12 games, as well as our BC Baseball combine testing.  There were college scouts from the USA and Canada in Attendance.
16U High Performance Development Camp

· The 16U High Performance Development Camp for grade 10 players in 18UAA/AAA and college prep was well received.  At the camp, we had the opportunity to work with former MLB Manager and Coach Jim Lefebvre for three (3) days.  The former MLB rookie of the year and manager is well known as one of the worlds’s best hitting coaches.

18U AA

· BC Baseball is trying to encourage more associations to fill 18U AA teams.  In 2018, the 18U AA provincial winner will be going to San Francisco to compete in a showcase tournament.  The 18U AA players in Grade 10 are eligible for the 16U (Grade 10) high performance development camp as well.

18U AAA

· This past year we saw a very competitive 18U AAA program with seven (7) teams competing in the provincial tournament that was held in Kelowna, BC.  The provincial winner moved on to play in a showcase tournament in Rhode Island, USA, which was a great showcase with great opportunities and scouts in attendance.

· In 2018 we are expecting ten to twelve (10 – 12) teams that will be competing in the single season 18U AAA program with the provincial winner moving forward to a showcase tournament on Long Island, USA.

18U College Prep League

· In the 2nd year of BC Baseball college prep league, we saw many successes.  As mentioned, the first player drafter in High School across BC came from the Chilliwack Cougars from our College Prep League.  Players were on the BC Canada Games teams and the T12 team as well.  The final four (4) provincial winner moved on to the Diamond Nation showcase tournament in New Jersey, USA in which they not only competed in but won the tournament in a thrilling finish.  The college prep league was well scouted by MLB scouts as well as college scouts.  Many of our players that graduated from the college prep league are now playing college baseball.  In 2018 the college prep provincial winner will again attend the Diamond Nation Showcase tournament in New Jersey.

Female Baseball 2017 – Val Greenwood

· Season started with the Spring Break Camp in March – not as well attended at last year, but had some new faces show up.

· For the first time in many years none of the teams participated in a May tournament.  Not enough players available as many were playing on their house teams.

· As usual over the last several years the 16U team were was entered in the BC (Minor) Summer League Season.  Although we had commitments from many of the girls it was still a struggle at times to field a team for the games, but with the call ups from the 14U’s we were able to field a team at most games.

· Festival and ID camp in Victoria was cancelled this year due to poor registrations.  Not sure if we did enough promotion to get the word out or if due to lack of interest.

              The same camp in Kelowna had a minor turn out mostly due to the girls being in play downs or 

               tournaments. 

· Lower Mainland camp was run over three evenings this year and was very successful with many of the players attending all three nights.

· The addition of Ed and Courtney Desjardins to the coaching staff of the 16U team proved to be great additions. Courtney became a mentor for the younger girls and they all looked up to her for guidance.  Ed started out as the bench manager but quickly moved up the ranks of the coaching staff to become a strong support to Marty and Rob with excellent feedback and decision making.

· July saw the 14U and 16U teams entered in the annual Cook tournament in Newton.  The 16Us finished with a 1 – 2 record but all games were well played and the male teams had to fight hard to get every victory.  The 14U team made it to the crossover games on Monday but ended up losing.

· ID and Selects camp had an excellent turn out with approximately 25 - 14U players and 16 – 16U players.

              The camp ran over three days ending with the Burnaby Fun Tournament.  Many thanks to Al Forman, Scott 

              MacKenzie, Stacy Fournier, Rob Ross, Marty Van Der Loos, Bill Becket, Bruce Murdock, Ken 

              MacKenzie and Aaron Myette who all came out to help run the camp over the three days.  The 21U team 

              held a separate ID camp the following week.

· After the camp the selections were made for the 14U and 16U teams. 

· Congratulations to Allison Schroder (Fruitvale) and Emma March (Burnaby) on being select to play on this year’s prospect team which played in the Women’s Invitational tournament in Windsor, Ontario.  Both girls along with Stacy Fournier were the selected to teams made up with players from Team Canada.  These teams then went to Washington, D.C. to play in a tournament against American teams.

· The 14U teams practiced hard over the next month or so to prepare for the Western Canada Championships in Kamloops.  Congratulations to coaches Stacy Fournier and Emily Fournier and all the players as they brought the Gold Medal back to BC.

· 16U team continue in summer play with the help of some of the 14Us missing the Provincials.  A three day practice session was held the weekend before going to Vaughan, Ontario for the Nationals.  Everyone had high hopes for the tournament.  The first game was against Quebec where they lost 5-2.  The next game was against Manitoba again with a disappointing finish with a 2 – 1 loss.  The players had many opportunities but unfortunately could not execute putting any chance of medal out of reach.  We then played Vaughan with a 17 – 5 victory, Saskatchewan came next with a 15 – 3 win for BC and the final game against Ontario with BC winning 6 – 2 and finishing in 5th place.

· The 21U team was up next going to Stonewall, Manitoba where they finished the round robin play with a 1 – 3 record however this was good enough to get them to the semi-finals against Nova Scotia where they lost in a close 6 – 5 game finishing the tournament in 4th place.  This team also included four players from the 16U team.

· The Senior Women’s team went to Windsor, Ontario to play in the National Championships.  They ended the round robin with a 1 – 3 record again good enough to get to the semi-finals where they lost Alberta but still got to the Bronze Medal game where they last to Quebec in a 5 – 4 final.

· Congratulations to all the teams for a season that end pretty well.

· Once again I would like to thank Scott MacKenzie, David Laing and Shawn Schaefer at Baseball BC for their continued support of the girls program.

RECOMMENDATIONS:
· We need the ability to expand the roster so that we can include all for 14U players onto the 16U roster for summer.  This will insure that all games are played with a full team.

· Need ways to raise funds to help offset some of the travel costs.

· The 21U selection camp must be held in conjunction with the 14U and 16U camp.

· The 21U team must be more transparent with which players they are “poaching” from the 16U team.  The correct procedure for this is to go through the coaches of the 16U before approaching any of their players. At meeting this is agreed to time and time again by the 21U coaches/management however they do not following this procedure and they approach the players directly.  
2017 Interior Report – Tom Katelnikoff
· The 12+ Interior Associations had a very strong 2017 year. Most of the associations have reported increases in registration, in line with the trend throughout the province. The larger associations are running Winter Ball, Spring Season, Summer Season and Fall Ball Programs. Smaller Associations are running Spring & Summer Programs. The caliber of baseball has improved at all levels. 

· Again in 2017, the Interior Associations inter-locked at 13U & up. A large number of Tournaments were held throughout the interior this year, with more and more coast teams coming up to compete in these tournaments, which is good to see.

· This year, the interior had 2 Provincial Championship winners, COMBA won at the 18U AAA Level and Salmon Arm won at the 11U AA Level. We congratulate these two associations and their teams.

· We have seen an increase in participation in Fall Ball programs at 13U, 15U & 18U Levels.

· The BC Baseball Coaches Caravan was well-received this past year, and we look forward to having it come through the interior again in 2018. We also hosted ID camps for 13U, 15U & 16U Selects & Girls Baseball Programs. We also hosted 2 BC Baseball Workshops, 1 in March & 1 in September.

· I think the Interior will see a continued growth in both participation & competition in 2018 and beyond.

· 2017 11U Chair Report – Grant Butler
· With the implementation of the new AA rule in 11U giving more opportunity for Associations to field AA teams

· we saw and immediate increase in AA teams, 6 more than last year, making the AA tournament considerably

· more competitive. Adding to this was the Comox team, which was granted approval to move down from T2 to

· AA after being evaluated by myself. This was not an easy decision as the 11U division has not allowed any

· movement down in recent years and after seeing and hearing much about the Comox team’s results during

· summer league play and during the provincial tournament I doubt if I would allow this again. Without a different

· method of placing teams in appropriate 11U levels I’m not sure what could be done, but what I am sure of is

· that this move down created way too much attention and distraction to be worth all the time and stress.

· I also found that throughout what I will call “the question and answer period” (some of June and all of July)

· leading up to the provincial tournaments to be increasingly aggravating, not only due to the number of questions

· being asked about our rules for summer ball, but the seemingly total lack of interest in learning the rules.

· Unfortunately, during the provincials, I found that a portion of the coaches at this age group not only lacked

· baseball integrity but also tended to worry and/or throw doubt into every situation to better their selfishly

· perceived position instead of just looking after their own team. The solution to this I believe is that more

· presidents need to focus their efforts at this level to better the group, better the play and keep these players

· playing and to keep the coaches coaching instead of worrying.

· In addition to some of these issues is the “in house tiering” and “prospect leagues” being carried out in the

· Lower Mainland and the Island, I’m not so sure about the Interior. While these programs have been identified

· as “pilots” there seems to be a push to tier at this level and significant rule changes and procedures would have

· to be introduced if the “pilots” become standards within Associations.

· On behalf of all the BCBA volunteer directors, thanks again to all of the players, coaches, parents and Association

· volunteers for getting your teams on the field and making this year’s summer ball a huge success.
· Comox commented on teams being moved up or down – worked out well for them in 2017 - realize this is a difficult decision for the board to make 

· Kamloops asked about the Grass Roots program – M. Kelly stated that the caravan was a success with approximately 5000 players and parents attending

2017 Summer 13U:

· The number of teams in AAA increased significantly. In looking at the province as a whole, the 13UAAA summer schedule was divided into pools and berths provided to zones to allow teams outside the lower mainland whose numbers warrant playing 13UAAA a realistic opportunity to play in a Provincial Tournament.

A time limit of 1 min 30 sec was used at 13UAAA and AA Provincial Tournaments to speed up the pace of the games.

For 2018 propose a more encompassing wild card format for 13UAAA to allow all teams an opportunity to make Provincials through a wild card tournament.

2017 13U Overall:

· Overall I would say the 13U Division is very strong but player development, which happens more 

in practice than games, must continue to be a priority. 

Non-confrontation rule regarding umpires must be reinstated in its entirety for 13U and younger divisions.

Pace of play needs to be addressed by teaching players to hustle in between innings.  There is no valid reason that 7 inning games routinely are going 2.5 -2.75 hrs.
