TODAY'S GAME

The U.S. National Sled Hockey Team will meet the Czech Republic
today in Game 2 of the preliminary round of the 2019 Para Hockey
Cup. Puck drop is set for 10:30 a.m. ET at the Paradise Double Ice
Complex in Paradise, Newfoundland.

The U.S. has a chance to claim its sixth-straight tournament
title having won the 2015, 2016 (Jan.), 2016 (Dec.) 2017 and
2018 events. A win would also extend Team USA's tournament-
record titles to eight after also claiming titles in 2009 and 2012.

TALKING POINTS

THE 100 CLUB

Declan Farmer (Tampa, Fla.) became the first player in sled
national team history to score 100 career goals for Team USA.
Farmer eclipsed that milestone after his two-goal performance
against Russia on Sunday (Dec. 1) in Team USA's 2019 Para
Hockey Cup debut.

GAME 1: USA 3, RUSSIA 0

Team USA opened the 2019 Para Hockey Cup with a 3-0
win against Russia. Declan Farmer (Tampa, Fla.) scored
twice, including his 100th Team USA goal, and Brody Roybal
(Northlake, lll.) added a goal and an assist, to give the U.S. its
first win of the season.

FIVE-TIME DEFENDING CHAMPS

The U.S. National Sled Hockey Team skated to a perfect 5-0-0-0
(W-OTW-OTL-L) record at the 2018 Para Hockey Cup to claim its
fifth-straight title in the event, having won the 2015, 2016 (Jan.),
2016 (Dec.), 2017 and 2018 events. In the tournament's 12-year
history, the U.S. has claimed a record-setting seven titles.

RETURNERS

The 2019-20 U.S. National Sled Team roster features 15 returnees
from the 2018-19 season, who helped Team USA capture its
fourth gold medal in World Championship history the World Para
Ice Hockey Championship in Ostrava, Czech Republic.

NEW SEASON, NEW FACES

The U.S. National Sled Team welcomes two new faces to the
roster this season. Forward Joseph Woodke (Nashviile, Tenn.)
and defenseman David Eustace (Stoneham, Mass.) will make
their debut with the national team at the 2019 Para Hockey Cup.
Both Woodke and Eustace played the 2018-19 season with the
U.S. Men's Development Sled Hockey Team.

TEAM USA PARALYMPIC TEAM OF THE YEAR

The U.S. Olympic and Paralympic Committee named the 2018-
19 U.S. National Sled Hockey Team, which claimed gold at the
2019 World Para Hockey Championship, the Paralympic Team of
the Year on Nov. 19. The honor was accepted by Rico Roman
(Portland, Ore.) and Brody Roybal (Northlake, Ill.) at the Team
USA Awards show in Los Angeles on Nov. 19. The Team USA
Awards show will air on Dec. 22 at 2 p.m. ET on NBC.

INTERNATIONAL SUGCESS

Over the last five years, the United States has skated to a 56-
3-1-2 (W-OTW-OTL-L) record in all competitions, including a
Paralympic gold (2018), three world championship medals (gold -
2015, 2019; silver - 2017), five-straight Para Hockey Cups (2015,
2016 (Jan.), 2016 (Dec.), 2017, 2018), the 2016 IPC Pan-Pacific
Championship and the 2018 Turin Para Ice Hockey International
Tournament.

Additionally, since 2009, Team USA has reached nine
consecutive gold-medal game berths at the Paralympic
and World Championship level. In those gold-medal game
appearances, the U.S. has posted a 6-1-0-2 (W-OTW-OTL-L)
record while claiming three Paralympic gold medals (2010, 2014,
2018) and four world championship gold medals (2009, 2012,
2015, 2019).

David Hoff (Bottineau, N.D.), USA Hockey's Northern Plains
District Coach-In-Chief and assistant coach of the gold medal-
winning 2018 U.S. Paralympic Sled Hockey Team, enters his
second season as head coach of the U.S. National Sled Hockey
Team. In his first season as head coach, Hoff helped the U.S.
National Sled Team bring home the team's four-ever gold medal
at the 2019 World Para Hockey Championships. This will be Hoff's
fourth season with Team USA after making his debut in the 2016-
17 season.

Josh Pauls (Green Brook, N.J.), who has helped the U.S.
capture the gold medal in the last three Paralympic Winter Games
(2010, 2014, 2018), is serving as captain of the U.S. National Sled
Hockey Team. In addition, two-time Paralympic gold medalists
(2014, 2018) Declan Farmer (Tampa, Fla.) and Rico Roman
(Portland, Ore.) have been named alternate captains.

Pauls begins his 12th season with the U.S. National Sled Hockey
Team and his third as team captain while Farmer is entering his
eighth season with the U.S. National Sled Hockey Team and his
third as an alternate captain. A Purple Heart recipient and U.S.
Army Veteran, Roman is serving as an alternate captain for the
second time as he begins his ninth season with Team USA.
