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2020/2021 Season Highlights 

• Football: The football season was cancelled due to COVID concerns. 

• Basketball: We were able to offer a condensed season of basketball that gave teams practice 

opportunities as well as the options to scrimmage or play competitively with other teams 

around the area. We had a total of six teams and five of the six teams were able to offer 

competitive play opportunities. COVID protocols were followed in order to provide this 

opportunity for the youth teams. We had 29 female participants grades 3rd-6th and 34 male 

participants grades 3rd-8th. 

• Volleyball: We were able to offer a normal version of volleyball which included practices and 

competitive play through the Wisconsin Independent Volleyball League. COVID protocols were 

followed in order to provide this opportunity for the participants. For volleyball grades 3rd-8th 

we had 61 participants. 

• Coaches: All coaches for basketball and volleyball were volunteers including a past PYAA 

participant  

• COVID-19: PYAA was able to work with the CFC school and Fountain City Auditorium to provide 

spaces for players to practice their skills. We came up with protocols for coaches, participants 

and parents to follow. We provided each team with masks and cleaning supplies. We also 

tracked attendance in case contact tracing was needed. 

• Partnership with Pirate Community Summer Ball: As of March 2021 the PYAA has partnered 

with the Pirate Community Summer Ball program in the hopes to provide youth with various 

playing opportunities at an affordable price while being able to utilize field space in a number of 

communities.
