Report from Janice:

-WNY needs more help with things especially playoffs etc

-Next year each team may be assigned a game to work, or they may go back to the old format of highest seed has home ice advantage and will be in charge of working that game.

-Credentials, all our books from our teams that made states were in excellent shape. Great job managers!

-July or Aug will be a mandatory managers meeting.

-Discipline: there were a lot of match penalties this year, and also a lot of game misconducts

-Next year there will be more repercussions for too many aggressive penalties, WNY wants some one to monitor the score sheets for aggressive penalties and how many each team is receiving.

VP Report:

-Midget will be Aug 17th and even though teams can preschedule, each team must have a representative at these meetings.

Harbor Center Proposal:

· Cost $330.00 per 2-hour session with a minimum of 20 sessions with a total cost of $6,600.

· This would give each group, Squirts, Peewees, Bantams, and Midgets 16 and 18U each 4 sessions to attend.

· Cost for each player will be $16.50 per session or $66.00 for all four 2-hour sessions.

· There is a 20-player maximum per session plus the coaches.

· This is only open to organizations currently

· Coaches will receive coaching tips and will be working hand and hand with the harbor center coaching staff.

· -Sign up will be volunteer for each age group, so if a player is going to go, the parent will need to sign the player up and pay for the clinic up front

· PLAYER MUST ALSO BE IN GOOD STANDING WITH CCYHA FOR THEIR ICE BILL.

· Clinic will run from October 2014-March 2015.

Marlene Sirianno make a motion to approve our commitment to the Harbor Center Clinics, Marcia Carlson 2nds it, all are in favor and no one opposes.

New Business:

-Possibility of ice going up to $195.00 an hour next year.

-Russ Bell spoke with Brian Cersosimo after our tournament and he (Brian) expressed some interest in working with CCYHA in running some more tournaments next year.

-Rink would do the scheduling of games, time clock, score sheet, and setting up of tables.

-We would need to recruit teams and answer emails and return telephone calls, schedule vendors etc

-If we are not interested he will just hire someone from the outside to do this, but he was offering it to us as a possible fundraiser for our association.

-Russ will talk with Brian and see if he can attend a meeting and let us know in detail what exactly will be required of us.
