Member Services:
   There will be two types of memberships starting in 2013 - the Professional membership which includes the magazine and the Instructor membership without the magazine.  Both require a background check and safety certification.  All memberships will be expiring July 31st starting in 2013.  

Sanctions and Violations:    It is important to check that all coaches and judges at each meet are currently registered and have active status.  Non-compliance will result in a fine.  A suggestion was made to check all coaches on the entry form and judges assigned prior to the meet and check the coaches on the floor who are not on the entry form, on the USAG website that day.  To receive a sanction, the club must be a member of USAG.

University Schools of Study:     All coaches must take the U100 class.  In the future, all coaches will be required to file a form with USAG listing their gymnastic coaching background and possibly be required to take the U200 class (with hands on spotting).
  If interested in a U200 course, contact Cindy Miyake.  It is tentatively planned for August 18th if enough participants sign up.

Concussion Training:     There is a training course online on concussions.  It takes less than ½ hour.  Information on access to the course will be placed on the COUSAG website.

First Aid Training:     There is a USAG course U102 on first aid.  We will also put information from Children’s Hospital on the website.

Compulsory Workshops:     The national courses are in Orlando on May 31st-June 2nd and in Reno June 7th-9th.  The state will be offering a workshop in Colorado on June 15th with the Colorado State Meeting will be the evening of the 14th.   After researching the national trend, we will look at where to place the new level 6 – with the optional or compulsory season.

Level 4 and 5 State Qualification:    It was decided to permit the average of any three sanctioned meets for the gymnast’s session placement and not require a two judge panels for qualifying meets.  All meet results must be reported to Tom Forster as soon as possible after the meet is concluded.

Awards:     The state voted to change the awards at Levels 4 and 5 from medals to plaques for places 4+.  All gymnasts will receive a plaque with spaces for event and AA placement stickers.  The first three places will also receive medals.  All events and AA will be given 100%.  Traveling trophies will be retired after this competitive year.  They will be replaced with a large plaque.

Calendar and Clinics:     There is a coaches and judges clinic at DU in the workout gym on August 19th from 9 – 1.  There will be another clinic January 6th, and a compulsory workshop June 15th.  Look for more info on the COUSAG website.  The state voted to change the Level 7 State to April 6th and 7th.  This will change the last qualifying date to March 23rd.  The last date for qualifying the Levels 8-10 is March 3rd.  There will be a training camp for Level 8 gymnasts qualified for regionals on March 30th.

Judges Recruitment:     There will be a Meet and Greet for potential new judges on July 21st at 10:00 at GU and another on August 14th at 6:30 at Gym Plus.  Please encourage anyone interested in judging to attend one of these gatherings.  We will explain what would be expected of them and give them resources for assistance.  We plan to follow up with a four session course on hints on studying for the test and practice judging.
