No Fighting or Aggressive Behavior

e | will not engage in fighting, physical aggression, or threatening behavior at any league activity.
e | will not yell at, intimidate, or harass coaches, players, umpires, or other spectators.

e | understand that such behavior may result in removal from the facility and possible suspension from
future events.

Sideline Conduct

e | will allow the coaches to coach and the players to play.
e | will not shout instructions to my child or others from the sidelines.
e | will set an example of good sportsmanship for all children.

Commitment to the Program

e | will ensure my child arrives on time and prepared for practices and games. | will communicate to the
coach in advance if my child will be late or absent.
I will communicate respectfully with coaches at all times.
I will support the league’s efforts to provide a safe and respectful environment for all participants.

Zero Tolerance: Tobacco, Drugs, and Alcohol

e | will not use or possess tobacco products, e-cigarettes/vapes, alcohol, or illegal drugs at any team or
league activity.
